Hamlin had two inter-
ceptions and 89 tackles 
for the Bills last season.

He has star ted 27 
games and played in 48

law has been criticized by 
the Kentucky League of 
Women Voters, along with 
other legislative maneu-
vers that the League says 
exclude the public from 
participation in the legis-
lative process. Lawmakers 
have argued “shell” bills 
give them more time to 
work on legislation and 
advance it beyond the 
deadline to file bills each 
legislative session.

Nemes, the bill’s spon-

sor, dismissed Democratic 
concerns about the public 
not having notice, saying 
Republicans have been 
talking about the idea 
of adding further incre-
mental reductions to the 
income tax rate for years.

“We star ted talking 
about this as soon as 
Republicans started tak-
ing over in 2017,” Nemes 
said. “This isn’t coming 
out of the blue.”

Andrew McNeill, presi-
dent of the think tank Ken-
tucky Forum for Rights, 
Economics and Educa-
tion focused on free-mar-
ket policies, supports the 

premise of adding more 
flexibility to how much the 
legislature can reduce the 
state’s income tax rate.

He said his under-
standing of the push 
toward reducing the 
state’s income tax rate 
is that spending on state 
corrections and Medic-
aid could make it harder 
to further reduce income 
taxes under the current 
framework that only 
allows half-percent reduc-
tions. He said adding 
more flexibility in reduc-
ing the income tax rate 
is “a perfectly reasonable 
thing to do.”
