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Show” at age 2, when he 
won the Junior Worlds six 
times and both the U.S. 
Junior and the U.S. Ama-
teur three straight times. 
He made a hole-in-one in 
his pro debut. He won his 
first PGA Tour event in 
his fifth start.

Scheffler spent his first 
year as a pro on the Korn 
Ferry Tour.

“I played with him a 
lot in college, and he was 
not that good,” Bryson 
DeChambeau said with a 
laugh. He now refers to 
Scheffler as being “in a 
league of his own.”

Woods was all about 
p o w e r  a n d  p u t t i n g . 
Scheffler is fairways and 
greens.

Woods was overwhelm-
ing, winning the Mas-
ters by 12 shots, the U.S. 
Open by 15 and the Brit-
ish Open at St. Andrews 
by eight for the career 
Grand Slam at age 24.

Scheffler is relentless. 
He can take the drama 
out of a major without 

notice. He’s the first play-
er to win each of his first 
four majors by at least 
three shots since J.H. 
Taylor more than a cen-
tury ago, when the British 
Open was the only major 
and had fields smaller 
than a signature event.

Nicklaus picked up on 
this at the Memorial with-
out ever talking to Schef-
fler about it.

Before the tournament, 
Nicklaus spoke about his 
approach to golf — more 
emphasis on the tee 
shot (left-to-right shape, 
like Schef fler) and the 
approach, less depen-
dence on putting for a 
good score. And when he 
got the lead, Nicklaus did 
what was required.

Scheffler won that week 
by four shots.

“Once I got myself 
into position to win, then 
you’ve got to be smart 
about how you finish it,” 
Nicklaus said. “And that’s 
the way he’s playing. He 
reminds me so much of 
the way I like to play.”

Schef fler was quick 
to point out he was just 
over one-four th of the 
way to matching Woods’ 

15 majors (and his 82 tour 
wins, for that matter).

Schef fler most like-
ly can never reach his 
appeal. Woods was spe-
cial, a corporate dream. 
He came back to win at 
Pebble Beach when trail-
ing by seven with seven 
holes to play. Fans didn’t 
dare turn away without 
fear of missing a shot they 
might never see again.

Scheffler won the Brit-
ish Open and mentioned 
Chipotle.

He  was  t r y ing  to 
explain, as he did when 
he first reached No. 1 in 
2022, that golf doesn’t 
define him. That’s what 
was lost in his remarkable 
monologue earlier in the 
week at Royal Portrush. 

The joy comes from get-
ting to play, getting to 
work, getting better. The 
goal is to win. And then 
he goes home to a wife 
and son.

He is about faith, family 
and then golf. Fame isn’t 
part of the equation.

Scheffler mentioned two 
Chipotle restaurants at 
home in Dallas. He can no 
longer go to one of them 
because he is recognized. 
At the other one he’s just 
a guy at the counter trying 
to decide if he wants extra 
guacamole.

“I tr y to live as nor-
mal of a life as possible 
because I feel like a nor-
mal guy,” he said. “I have 
the same friends I had 
growing up. I don’t think 

that I’m anything special 
just because some weeks 
I’m better at shooting a 
lower score than other 
guys are.”

There was one other 
Schef fler comparison. 
Nicklaus doesn’t believe 
he could have achieved 
all that he did without his 
wife, Barbara, whom he 
honored this year at the 
Memorial and who is uni-
versally regarded as the 
first lady of golf.

Musetti 
lost in the first round at 
Wimbledon, a year after 
reaching the semifinals 
there.

Holger Rune, who was 
seeded third in Washing-
ton, withdrew before his 
match Tuesday because 
of a back injury.

Venus Williams was 
scheduled to play her 

first singles match in 
more than a year Tues-
day night against Peyton 
Stearns. The 45-year-old 
Williams won in doubles 
at the DC Open on Mon-
day.
