a home has become harder to
achieve for them compared with
their parents, according to the
poll. Just over half of teenagers
say it’s become more chal-
lenging for their generation to
raise a family. About half say
that about having a good
standard of living, having a

successful career or traveling
the world. Fewer, about 4 in
10, say it’s grown harder to
graduate from college or be able
to pursue what they enjoy.

Evarist Bego, 22, graduated
earlier this year from the
University of Southern California
with a joint degree in business
and film. He said he recalls
wanting to go to college and
then work his way up in his
chosen industry but “that's just
not how it works anymore.”

It's harder than he anticipated
to find a job, which he said may
owe partly to the creative
industry he chose. He sees

mostly temporary positions, like
internships or fellowships.

“So many jobs that I see are
entry-level, but then they require

three-plus years of experience.
I have interned in school, I had
some experience, but it’s not
enough,” he said.
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
