 1Pe 5:8  Stay alert! 
Watch out! Your adversary 
the devil prowls around 
like a roaring lion, search-
ing for someone to devour. 

In the wild, if a lion gets 
hungry, he searches for 
food. If he sees a herd of 
water buffalo he knows 
he can’t attack the whole 
herd. If he attacks the 

whole herd, he would be 
destroyed immediately. 
In his approach, he emits 
a loud roar, attempting to 
instill fear and confusion 
within the herd thereby 
causing them to disperse. 
If the herd separates, the 
lion goes after the strag-
glers. That will be his food 
for the evening.

When God created 
Adam, he said it’s not good 
for man to be alone. God 
gave him a helper, Eve. 
Things were good until 
the devil separated Adam 
and Eve, and things went 
bad. GOD’s original and 
current intent is for His 
people to stay united.

Jhn 17:22  The glory

Disunity doesn’t begin 
with big conflicts—it be-
gins with small attitudes 
left unchecked. Instead of 
roaring like a lion, disunity 
whispers quietly into the 
ears of those stragglers 
who are predisposed to 
deception. Disunity is like 
a cancer. It starts out small 
then continues to grow un-
til it is stopped. 

Unity is not something 
we create—it is something 
we protect.

Unity is not optional. It is 
the heartbeat of God, the 
prayer of Jesus, the call-
ing of the church, and the 
witness to the world. Unity 
is our mission. Unity is 
our message. Unity is our 
identity.
