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Speaking to Bedford 
Rotar y  C lub ,  T r im-
ble County Clerk Tina 
Browning gave an elec-
tion update and answered 
questions concer ning 
media information sur-
rounding the recent elec-
tion and how it may have 
affected Trimble County.

Browning, a Trimble 
County native who has 
served the county clerk’s 
for more than 30 years, 
presented statistics on 
the par ty breakdown 
of the election as well as 
absentee mail-in voting, 
absentee walk-in voting, 
early voting, and election 
day voting. She noted 
that 2,073 votes were cast 
in the county with a 59% 
voter turnout, which was 
2% higher than the last 
presidential election in 
2020.

She said there were no 
poll watchers, exit polls 

conducted, observers, or 
challengers at the recent 
election.

While records show 
there are 7,244 voters 
in the county, she noted 
the rolls have not been 
“cleansed,” a procedure 
that involves more than 
just removing deceased 
voters from the rolls. In 
the case of voters who 
have not voted for two 
or more elections, the 
process involves mailing 
two notices to those vot-
ers and receiving them 
returned mail. Deceased 
voters are automatically 
removed from the rolls, 
but Browning noted that 
can sometimes that can 
take a lot of time as more 
and more people are hav-
ing their funerals out of 
state. The Department of 
Vital Records in Frankfort 
also scours notifications 
for deaths.

The Clerks office expe-
rienced something for the 
first time this year when 

the State Board of Elec-
tions initiated a “hand to 
eye audit” of one voting 
machine in each county. 
Since it is against the law 
to open impounded ballot 
containers under video 
surveillance for 30 days, 
permission had to be 
obtained from the Circuit 
Court Judge.

The machine cho-
sen was a mail-in ballot 
machine containing more 
than two hundred ballots. 
The ballots were counted 
by one Republican and 
one Democrat under the 
observation of the Elec-
tions Board. The tally 
came out an exact match 
for the machine count 
shown.

Browning also noted 
that throughout the early 
voting process, FBI agents 
from the Louisville field 
office visited the clerk’s 
office to warn of potential 
voting issues.

Browning stated that 
her office is not required 

to respond to Freedom of 
Information Act (FOIA) 
requests — only to Open 
Records Requests as man-
dated by the State.

One of the questions 
asked by the Rotarians 
concerned participation by 
younger voters. Browning 
noted there was no way to 
track that demographic, 
but did say she was disap-
pointed that voter regis-
tration has not been bet-
ter promoted at the high 
school level since those 
turning 18 by the general 
election date are eligible to 
vote and those 17 can vote 
in the primary election if 
they will be 18 by the time 
of the general election.

As recent as five years 
ago, the clerk’s office was 
able to have a table in the 
high school lunchroom 
to promote voter registra-
tion. She urged parents to 
encourage their graduat-
ing children to register for 
upcoming elections and be 
part of the voting process.

We recommend
you do not use the water or do any laundry for about an hour if you notice a reddish, yellow or brown tint to
your water. If you notice these changes in your water, run your faucets for a few minutes to make sure the
water is clear and you may resume normal water usage. We apologize for any inconvenience however this is a
mandatory flushing program that MUST be done.
