Black Cherry is one of many trees associated with the One-Eyed Sphinx Moth, which itself is 
from a larger family of moths. They do have two eyes, but on the lower portion of their wings is 
a bright blue circle enclosed by a black border which resembles an eye. So, they have two of 
those eyes as well, making their name an anomaly. The green segmented caterpillars of some 
Sphinx Moths are known in Kentucky as “tobacco worms” which eat tobacco leaves, but do not 
bite you as I was told by older workers when a child learning to “prime” Burley tobacco.
