Boys’ region dates
adjusted for 2025

Local high school basket-
ball fans will see a different
schedule for the Boys’ 5th
Region Basketball Tourna-
ment this year.

The University of Kentucky
is hosting opening round
games March 20-22 of the
NCAA Tournament at Rupp
Arena in Lexington, which is
when the Boys’ UK Health-
Care Boys Sweet 16 would
normally have been played.

That tournament now is
pushed to March 26-29. In
a typical season, it would
have been the week after the
Clark’s Pump-N-Shop Girls’
Sweet 16 that will be played
for March 12-15.

Marion County Athletic
Director Michael Holt, whose
school is hosting the girls’
and boys’ tournaments start-
ing next week, said the boys’
dates have been adjusted to
keep teams from having a
two-week wait between the
regional tournament and the
state tournament.

“A lot of regions are doing

it differently, but I sent out
several options to the coaches
and let them vote on it,” Holt
said. “We wanted to find a way
eliminate teams from having
a long time between the dis-
trict finals and the first game
of region and then the region
finals and the first round of
the state tournament.”

The girls’ tournament
began March 3 with a pair
of first round games. The
other first round games
were played the following
night. The semi-finals are set
for March 7 with the finals
March 8.

“Right now, we are looking
at games at 6 and 8 p.m. on
Monday, Tuesday and Friday
with the final game starting at
7,” Holt said.

The boys’ tournament will
get underway March 9 with a
pair of games. The other first
round games will be played
two days later. The semifinals
will take place on March 17
with the finals the next night.

Tickets are $10 each for
both tournaments and go on

sale at 9 a.m. the morning of a
game. They can be purchased
at marioncountyathletics.com.
Persons who do not purchase
advance tickets must use that
site to purchase tickets at
the gate. No cash payments
accepted at the door.
