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Waters and his wife, 
Colette, have been mar-
ried for 46 years and 
have one son, Kevin, 
and a granddaughter, 
Madison.

because of his love for 
the community.

“I want to run for 
Sheriff because I care 
deeply about my com-
munity and believe 
everyone deserves to 
feel safe, respected, and 
supported,” Waters stat-
ed.  “I want to help peo-
ple, not just by enforcing 
the law, but by listening, 
being fair, and work-
ing to prevent problems 
before they grow.”

Waters said his plat-
form consists of four 
main planks:  common 
sense, accountability, 
trust, and leadership.

“Common sense 
means that my deputies 
will have the training 
and support to make wise 
and correct decisions in 
the field,” Waters said.  
“It’s all about making 
common-sense decisions 
instead of decisions 
based on politics.”

According to Waters, 
accountability and trans-
parency with every deci-
sion go hand-in-hand 
with common sense.

“No one is above the 
law, including the sher-
iff,” Waters declared. 
“Nothing is more dan-
gerous than a man or 
woman with a badge 
who thinks they are 
above the law.  I support 
clear policies, fair disci-
pline, and independent 
oversight where appro-
priate.  When mistakes 
happen, we need to own 
them, fix them, and learn 
from them.”

Trust and strong lead-
ership are components 
that round out Waters’ 
core platform.

“I bring strong lead-
ership built on experi-
ence,” Waters said.  “As 
sheriff, I’ll set the tone 
for the entire department 
by being a working sher-
iff.  To me, leadership 
means serving others, 
backing my deputies, 
and holding everyone, 
myself included, to the 
highest standards.”

Waters said trust is the 
key to implementing his 
platform.

“If a sheriff and depu-
ties can’t earn the trust 
of our community, then 
we’ve failed as a depart-

ment.  I won’t let that 
happen,” the former 
sheriff asserted.  “I will 
earn the trust of our citi-
zens every day through 
transparency, communi-
cation, and respect.”

If elected sheriff, 
Waters vows to be a 
“working sheriff” who 
will address several spe-
cific items, including 
reducing crime, protect-
ing all communities in 
McCreary County, pro-
viding timely responses 
to 911 calls, fighting 
drugs, implementing 
uniformity and consis-
tency with all deputy 
cruisers and uniforms, 
and working with all 
first responders as well 
as local, state, and fed-
eral agencies.  

Waters is particularly 
passionate about show-
ing respect when the 
community has lost a 
loved one and pointed 
to his record as former 
sheriff.

“When I was sheriff 
from 2015 to 2022, I 
made it a priority for 
myself or a deputy to 
lead all funerals,” Waters 
said.  “A law enforce-

ment escort or presence 
at a funeral is a sign 
of respect and can pro-
vide comfort to grieving 
families and friends.  It 
shows that the depart-
ment and community 
stand with the family 
during a difficult time.  
Law enforcement vehi-
cles allow the funeral 
procession to proceed in 
a way that people recog-
nize and reduce the risk 
of collisions or confu-
sion for other drivers.”

Waters, a veteran 
with six years of mili-
tary police service, is 
a lifelong resident of 
McCreary County.  He 
has a diverse work his-
tory, including 17 years 
of combined experi-
ence in coal mines and 
plant management.  
He has worked for the 
McCreary County Water 
District for three years.  
Waters worked for 
eight years in the PVA’s 
office.  In addition to his 
military police service, 
Waters’ law enforcement 
experience includes four 
years as a constable and 
eight years as McCreary 
County Sheriff.
