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A bombshell law-
suit has been filed 
against two of the 
board members of 
the Pineville Com-
munity Health Cen-
ter (PCHC) in Ken-
tucky, alleging the 
misappropriation of 
millions of dollars 
and withholding of 
crucial information 
for Medicare cost 
reporting. The com-
plaint, filed by PCHC 
President and CEO 
Michael Frey, accus-
es the former board 
members of being
