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    On Saturday, July 
12, 25 participants 
braved the heat and 
humidity for the 
‘Support Cumber-
land Gap National 
Historical Park’ rally 
located on the visitor 
center grounds’ First 
Amendment Area. 
    That day, the num-
ber of park supporters 
present wasn’t the 
100+ of June 14 when 
the rally was purpose-
ly, for additional ex-
posure, identified as a 
‘No Kings’ event. But 
it was far more than 
in early March when 
the number attending 
could be counted on 
one hand. 
    The ‘Support Cum-
berland Gap National 
Historical Park’ effort 
was begun by private 
individuals, including 
retired Park Rangers 
Carol Borneman and 
Dirk Wiley, as a direct 
response to the February 14 firing, via email 
from the Department of Government Efficien-
cy (DOGE), of at least 1000 National Park Ser-
vice (NPS) employees nationwide who were 
on probationary status. Borneman explains 
“While some of these employees had been on 
the job for a year or less, many had already 
been in the service for 10 years or more. All of 
these folks were the cream of the crop, with 

the new hires bringing fresh energy while the 
others had extensive experience and had just 
recently moved into a different position or 
promoted into supervision or management.”
    Borneman also shares “In the NPS circle, 
the February 14 en masse firings is now called 
‘The Valentine’s Day Massacre.’ Other DOGE 
emails with subject matter of ‘Fork in the 
Road’ have reduced Cumberland Gap’s park 

staff by four.” Borneman calculates there are 
now about 16 permanent employees remain-
ing at the park. Nationwide, less than 16,000 
permanent NPS employees remain as guard-
ians of our nation’s 433 gems.
