College to play golf, posted
a score of 77.

Joining those two in the
First Round of the State
Tournament this week in
Butler will be Bullitt Central
sophomore Rock Latkovski,
who will be making his third
trip to the second round of
the post-season. Latkovski
posted a score of 76.

(Bullitt Central sophomore
Jayden Kearney finished in
a tie for the 10th qualifying
spot with a score of 81.
However, he had to leave after
the main round was complete
and was not available for the
play-off for that final spot.)

It was hard to tell after the
tournament if Bates and Lewis
were more disappointed with
the team outcome than they
were pleased with their
individual performances.

“There is a lot of emotions

Besides the 74 and 77
scores from its two top players,
the Bullitt East team also had
an 83 by Elliot Gade, a
freshman, an 84 from junior
C.J. Campbell and a 91 by
senior Nathaniel Sivori (in high
school golf, each school can
have up to five players with
the top four scores being used
to calculate the ‘team’ score).

Bullitt Central had the 76
by Latkovski and the 81 from
Kearney. The other scores
were an 84 from Colin Shankle,
a junior, while both Calen

Smith, a sophomore and Knox
Begley finished at 96.

North Bullitt was led by
Lucas Combs with an 85 while
Brady Wilkinson had an 86
and Anderson Proctor an 89.
The Eagles also got a 94 from
senior Carter McCabe and
a 95 by Christian White, a
senior.

Bullitt East head coach Kyle
Downs ran the two Fifth
Region Tournaments, but he
was out on the course with
his team most of the time on
Tuesday.

“Alittle,” the veteran coach
said when asked if it was a
disappointing day. “We did
not play bad. We just did not
hit the key shots. We did not
get some putts to fall. A 318

is not a terrible score.

“That is not where we have
been,” Downs added. “We
played well at the end of
August. We had some scores
under 300. We were not as
good as we could have been.
Sometimes that happens.”

Bates, Lewis and Latkovski
competed on Wednesday of
this week in the First Round
of the State Tournament event
which was held at the
Pendleton Hills Country Club
in northern Kentucky. The
top three teams and the 15
best scores not on those three
teams will advance to the two-
day Kentucky State Tour-
nament next week in Bowling
Green.
