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“I am pleased to get this because
[ have been serving the federal gov-
ernment for many years,” said Siler.
“It’s my pleasure to be in this orga-
nization, and see all the people who
are very patriotic.”

Judge Siler still serves on the
United States Court of Appeals for
the 6th Circuit as a senior judge.
He was recognized, according to
Hayes, for his service in the United
States Navy which began in 1957
and ended as a commander in the
United States Navel Reserve in
1983. His patriotism was then dis-
played as Whitley County Attorney
which he held until he was began
federal service in 1970. He served
as United States Attorney for the
Eastern District of Kentucky until he
was appointed to a joint seat on the

United States District Court for the
Eastern District of Kentucky and the
United States District Court for the
Western District of Kentucky. He
served as Chief Judge of the Eastern
District from 1984 to 1991, and was
placed on the Sixth Circuit upon
his nomination by President George
H.W. Bush on June 19, 1991.

Following the presentation, mem-
bers of the local DAR chapter placed
a commemorative wreath at the vet-
eran memorial located in front of
the courthouse. As part of the holi-
day gesture, young ladies from St.
Aloysius distributed Christmas orna-
ments to veterans in attendance to
thank them for their service.

The ceremony concluded with a
musket salute performed by SAR
members, honoring those whose
lives were lost during the attack on
Pearl Harbor and preserving the leg-
acy of soldiers who stood in defense
of the nation on that historic day.
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Upon arrest, according to
LCSO, Davidson briefly strug-
gled with deputies before being
taken into custody. While being
transported to the detention cen-
ter, Davidson struck his head on
the patrol vehicle’s safety parti-
tion causing a minor laceration

to his forehead. Deputies divert-
ed to a local hospital where he
received medical attention, then
was medically cleared and lodged
in the Laurel County Correctional
Center.

With a not guilty plea entered
at arraignment, Davidson is next
scheduled to appear in Laurel
District Court Tuesday morning.
At press time, he remained lodged
at LCCC in lieu of a $25,000 bond.

ladder. I want to close the dispari-
ty between the wealthy and people
like me” Labhart wants to major in
Political Science to achieve that goal.

Jennifer Thompson also received a
$300 scholarship and pursue a better
lifestyle for herself and for her chil-
dren. Thompson said she had grown
up with domestic violence in the
home and she wanted a better future.
She is the first person in her family to
attend college.

Cook said the graduates each had
their own stories, their own reasons
for enrolling in Adult Education.
She reminded them that their effort
to improve their lives had paid off,
regardless of their background.

Cook also credited the Laurel
County Fiscal Court for their support
to the program, the board members
of the Adult Education program, and
the friends and families of the gradu-
ates who had a role in the graduates’
success.
