The proposed monthly water rates shall be effective for water sold after the date of the final
approving Order of the PSC, which Order is expected to be issued no later than May 15, 2026.
The Application for approval of the rate change has been filed with the PSC and may be examined
during normal business hours at the following locations:

The proposed rates are required under the terms of an agreement between the District and RD
and KRS 278.023 does not grant the PSC any discretionary authority to modify or reject any
portion of the agreement between the District and RD, or to defer the issuance of all necessary
orders to implement the terms of the agreement. The RD loan proceeds will be used to finance
the costs of Tank Rehabilitation and Water Line Replacement Project which includes the
replacement of approximately 6,400 linear feet of aging water line.
