It’s been just over three 

years since I lost my Moth-
er.  

I’ll never forget her 
frantic call on the morn-
ing of April 5, 2023, while 
I was at work.  She was in 
a panic and said she could 
barely breathe.  I immedi-
ately drove back home.  I 
at first assumed she was 
having another panic at-
tack and tried to help her 
calm down, but I could see 
her breathing was unusu-
ally labored, so I called 
911.  EMS was there in 
a few minutes, and they 
took her vitals and noticed 
some unusual numbers, so 
she was transported to UK 
St. Claire.  

Upon arrival, she was 
taken into the emergency 
room.  A while later the 
ER doctor had me come 
back, and to this day, see-
ing her covered with EKG 
patches, oxygen, and 
various drip bags was a 
brutal shock.  The doctor 
told me she was showing 
signs of recent heart at-
tack, as many as 3-4 days 
ago.  I said she had shown 
no symptoms, which is a 
common thing for woman, 
he said.  

She was moved to ICU 
and her condition care-
fully monitored.  They 
had her mildly sedated, 
but she kept fighting with 
her monitors and tubes 
the entire time.  I watched 
over the next several as 
her condition decline, un-
til she finally coded the 
next day.  The staff man-
aged to revive her and get 
her stabilized.  The heart 
doctor said she had expe-
rienced damage to one of 
the valves in her heart, 
which then caused her 
body to slowly deterio-
rate, causing the breath-
ing problems.  He said the 
only way that might help 
her was to install a new 
heart valve, a very risky 
and complicated surgery, 
which could only be done 
at UK hospital.  

She was flown to UK 
and brought to their car-
diac ICU.  Once the team 
of doctors began looking 
at her condition, they told 
me, if she made it through 
the surgery, she would be 
an invalid, with kidney fail-
ure and liver damage that 
had occurred when she 
coded.  I had to make the 
decision to go no further 
for her.  They reduced her 

sedation, and we got to say 
our goodbyes.  She nod-
ded, still hooked to dozens 
of lines and tubes.  She 
had fought the medical ap-
paratus when she was first 
brought to the emergency 
room and during her ICU 
stay, and now she looked 
forward to being free of 
it.  I hated seeing her this 

way, and I hated the prog-
nosis, but I also know she 
did not want to continue 
on this way.  She was too 
active of a person, and 
she had told me she never 
wanted to be confined to a 
nursing home.  

I sat with her during her 
final minutes, just as I had 
with my Father eight years 

before.  Soon the monitors 
went silent, and she let go 
her final breath.  She was 
finally at peace, and she 
had fought the good fight.  

Mom had stayed with 
me through all the highs 
and lows of my life, and 
I stayed by her side at 
the end.  She was a great 
woman, humble, intelli-
gent, and a sharp judge of 
human character.  

I honor her on this com-
ing Mother’s Day.
