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ATLANTA (AP) — With many Ameri-
cans s� ll recovering � om mul� ple blasts of 
snow and unrelen� ng � eezing temperatures in 
the na� on’s northern � er, a new storm is 
set to emerge this weekend that could coat 
roads, � ees and power lines with devastat-
ing ice across a wide expanse of the South.

� e storm arriving late this week and 
into the weekend is shaping up to be a 
“widespread poten� ally catas� ophic event 
� om Texas to the Carolinas,” said Ryan 
Maue, a former chief scien� st at the Na-
� onal Oceanic and Atmospheric Adminis-
� a� on.

“I don’t know how people are going to 
deal with it,” he said.

Forecasters on Tuesday warned that the 

ice could weigh down � ees and power 
lines, � iggering widespread outages.

“If you get a half of an inch of ice — or 
heaven forbid an inch of ice — that could 
be catas� ophic,” said Keith Avery, CEO 
of the Newberry Elec� ic Coopera� ve in 
South Carolina.

Here’s what to know:
‘Great swaths’ of heavy snow, sleet 
and freezing rain expected

� e Na� onal Weather Service warned 
of “great swaths of heavy snow, sleet, 
and � eacherous � eezing rain” star� ng 
Friday in much of the na� on’s midsec� on 
and then shi� ing toward the East Coast 
through Sunday.

Temperatures will be slow to warm in 
many areas, meaning ice that forms on 
roads and sidewalks might s� ck around, 

forecasters say.
� e exact � ming of the approaching 

storm — and where it is headed — re-
mained uncertain on Tuesday. Forecasters 
say it can be challenging to predict precise-
ly which areas could see rain and which 
ones could be punished with ice.
Cold air clashing with rain to fuel a 
‘major winter storm’

An ex� emely cold arc� c air mass is set 
to dive south � om Canada, se�  ng up a 
clash with the cold temperatures and rain 
that will be s� eaming eastward across the 
southern U.S.

“� is is ex� eme, even for this being the 
peak of winter,” Na� onal Weather Service 
meteorologist Bryan Jackson said of the 
cold temperatures.

When the cold air meets the rain, the 

likely result will be “a major winter storm 
with very impac� ul weather, with all the 
moisture coming up � om the Gulf and 
encountering all this par� cularly cold air 
that’s spilling in,” Jackson said.
An atmospheric river could set up 
across the southern U.S.

An atmospheric river of moisture could be 
in place by the weekend, pulling precipita-
� on across Texas and other states along the 
Gulf Coast and con� nuing across Georgia 
and the Carolinas, forecasters said.

“Global models are pain� ng a concern-
ing picture of what this weekend could 
look like, with an increasingly s� ong 
signal for ice storm poten� al across North 
Georgia and por� ons of cen� al Georgia,” 
according to the Na� onal Weather Ser-
vice’s Atlanta o�  ce.
