MANAGEMENT
June is usually the month 

when damage � om these 
caterpillars starts to show 
up. It’s also the month for 
con� ol.

• If you no� ce the bags 
or know that you have a 

� ee that was infested last 
year, you should consid-
er purchasing a Bt-based 
product to con� ol the 
young caterpillars. � is is 
an organic op� on and very 
e� ec� ve against caterpillar 
pests if used against the early 
instars.

• Other op� ons include 
Spinosad and neem. If you 
miss this early window for 
con� ol, the problem will be 
harder to deal with later in 
the season.

If you catch this in late July 
or August then you will have 
to resort to using a bifen-

thrin, carbaryl, or cy� uthrin 
product. � ese will kill 
bene� cial insects whereas 
Bt products are much less 
harmful to our good bugs.

You can also wait un� l fall/
winter and remove the bags 
by cu�  ng them o�  the twig 
with a pair of shears and 
des� oying the bagworm in 
soapy water. � is will reduce 
the number of caterpillars 
that emerge the next year.

1 teaspoon vanilla ex� act

½ teaspoon cinnamon
½ cup rolled oats
1/2 cup all-purpose � our
Pinch of salt
½ cup � esh or � ozen 

blueberries
Preheat oven to 400 de-

grees. Spray a baking sheet 
with cooking spray or line 
with parchment paper.

In a medium bowl, mash 
the banana up with a fork.
