BG Grant funds from the Department for Local Government
(DLG) under Title I of the Housing and Community Development
Act of 1974.

Cynthiana is certifying to the state that the Cynthiana City Com-
mission and Issac Dailey, in his official capacity as Mayor, con-
sent to accept the jurisdiction of the federal courts if an action is
brought to enforce responsibilities in relation to environmental re-
views, decision making, and action; and that these responsibilit-
ies have been satisfied.

     Preservation or its Executive Director to review the effect of
     the project on a property listed on the National Register of
     Historic Places, or found to be eligible for such listing by the
     Secretary of the Interior, in accordance with 36 CFR Part 800.
(e) The recipient has committed funds or incurred costs not
     authorized by 24 CFR part58 before the approval of the
     release of funds and approval of the Environmental
     Certification by HUD or the State.
(f) Federal agency acting pursuant to 40 CFO Part 1504 has
     submitted a written finding that the project is unsatisfactory
     from the standpoint of environmental quality.

Objections must be prepared and submitted in accordance with
the required procedures (24 CFR Part 58, Sec. 58.76) and shall
be addressed to the Kentucky Department for Local Government,
Division of Community Programs, 100 Airport Road, Frankfort,
Kentucky 40601.

AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A ZONING MAP AMENDMENT
FOR A 1.4262 ACRE TRACT OF LAND AT 1380 KY HWY 36 E,
OWNED BY VIRGINIA H. ASHBROOK AND ORDERING THE
ANNOTATION OF THE EXISTING A-1 AGRICULTURAL CLAS-
SIFICATION OF THE TRACT ON THE OFFICIAL ZONING MAP
TO REFLECT ZONING CLASSIFICATIONS OF THIS TRACT
TO R-1 RESIDENTIAL ONE.
WHEREAS, Virginia H. Ashbrook, has applied to the Cynthiana-
Harrison County-Berry Joint Planning Commission for a zoning
map amendment for a 1.4262 acre tract lying at 1380 Ky Hwy 36
E, East of the City of Cynthiana, as evidenced by Application No.
2025-2MA-03; and
WHEREAS, said Joint Planning Commission did, pursuant to
KRS 100.211 and Section 1240 of the Cynthiana-Harrison
County-Berry Zoning Ordinance, conduct a public hearing on
