
Kentucky State Police (KSP) Post
4 will be conducting periodic traffic
safety checkpoints in the Post 4 area,
which includes Hardin, Jefferson,
Bullitt, Nelson, Meade, Breckinridge,
LaRue, and Grayson counties.
