
ince the beginning of
time, people have
wondered, "If the

dead could speak, what
would they say?"
We are not left
to wonder about
one subject, for
Jesus in scripture
tells us what they
would say if they
could speak. The
story is found in
Luke 16:19-31. It is
the story of the
rich man and the
beggar Lazarus.
The rich man died
and ended up in Hell
while the beggar died
and ended up in Heaven.
The rich man asked
Abraham to send some-
one to warn his five
brothers back on earth
lest they wind up in this
place of suffering.

First, they would tell
us that Hell is a real
place, and people are
going there. The most

In this scripture our Lord
gives us glimpses into the life
beyond and helps us to know
what the dead would say if
they could speak. Paul Powell
was very helpful in his book,
If The Dead Could Speak. He
says there are three things
they would tell us.

sobering thought that
can enter the mind of
man is that every person
who has ever lived, every
person now living, every

person who will
ever live will all
continue to live for
eternity — either
in Heaven or Hell.

Look up these
scriptures on the
subject: John 5:28-
29, Matthew 10:28,
Matthew 5:29,
Matthew 25:41.
These tell us
plainly that Hell is

real. Some say, "God is
too good to allow anyone
to go to Hell." God is a
God of love, but He is
also a God of justice.

The Bible speaks of
judgment. I know this:
God does not want any-
one to perish. He sent
His Son that we many be
saved from the conse-
quences of sin. Any per-
son who goes to Hell
goes there against the
will of God. 2 Peter 3:9
says it is not the Lord's
will that anyone should
perish.

Hell is no joke. People
who reject Christ go
there. It is a place of suf-

fering as the rich man in
Jesus's story found out. I
believe if the dead could
speak, they would say all
this is true.

Second, the dead
would say there is no sec-
ond chance after death.
The rich man cried out
for help, but Abraham
said in verse 26,
"Between us and you a
great chasm has been
fixed so that those who
want to go from here to
you cannot, nor can any-
one cross over from
there to us."

Notice in this scripture
the word "fixed." Every-
thing in Hell is perma-
nent, final, no change, no
opportunity for repen-
tance. Death ends our
opportunity for salvation.
Proverbs 11:7 says,
"When a wicked dies, his
hope will perish."

Once we die, our hope
of salvation ends. All
hope is gone. The dead
would tell us this if they
could speak.

Third, if the dead could
speak, they would say
that repentance is urgent.
The rich man is inter-
ested in getting someone
to go and witness to his

brothers that they might
repent and not come to
this place where he is.
He wants his brothers to
repent and confess and
to know that is what he
should have done.

Repentance is the first
step toward God. The
Apostle Paul said, "I
have one message ... the
necessity of turning
from sin and turning to
God, and of faith in our
Lord Jesus" (Acts 20:21).
Repentance is a spiritual
about face. It recognizes
the awfulness of sin and
turns to God in faith and
trust.

Repentance is to leave
the things

that we have done
before,

And to prove that we
in earnest grieve

by doing them no
more. (Poet unknown)

Repentance is urgent.
Why? Because we do not
know the day nor the
hour when death may
come. Google says that
globally approximately
63 million people die
every year, which breaks
down to about 172,000
deaths per day or 162
deaths every minute.

Have you made prepa-
ration for the long jour-
ney?

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emstones are formed
deep within the Earth
and bonded together

by a variety of different
environmental changes.
Some by intense
heat, intense
pressure, erosion,
cooled quickly and
solidified. An
example is the
diamond. It begins
as a piece of
charcoal and over
time and constant
heated pressure, a
diamond is formed.
God’s Word tells us
we are more precious than
earthly gemstones to Him.

Just as there are no two
gemstones alike, God cre-
ated us uniquely, individu-
ally, fearfully and wonder-
fully. Malachi 3:17, “And
they shall be Mine, saith
the Lord of hosts, in that
day when I make up my
jewels …” Isaiah 43:7,
“Even every one that is
called by My name: for I
have created him for My
glory, I have formed him;
yea, I have made him.” God
says He made us and verse
four reminds us that we are
precious in God’s eyes, and
honored, and He loves us.
Isaiah recites again in 49:16

the words of the Lord God,
“See, I (God) have
engraved you on the palms
of My hands …” We are
His handiwork, created in

Christ Jesus to do
good works
(Ephesians 2:10).

Our formation
and restoration has
not come without
sacrifice. John 3:16
reminds us that
God loves us so
much He sent His
Son Jesus to pay the
sin debt we owe,
and, if we believe in

Jesus, we shall not perish
but have eternal life.
Romans 5:8, "God demons-
trated his love toward us in
this: while we were still sin-
ners, Christ died for us.” 1
John 3:1a, “See what great
love the Father has lav-
ished on us, that we should
be called children of God!”
As God’s jewels, we are
very valuable to Him. He
paid the ultimate price for
us.

Gemstones sparkle and
shine. People are attracted
to them. If God considers
us a jewel, we should be
shining brightly for Him.
When we allow God’s love
to shine through us, we

are attractive to others. We
are demonstrating Jesus’
love to them and allowing
them to see the value they
have in Him. We are on dis-
play just as the most pre-
cious gems are in a
museum.
