Howard. Additionally, the
Soil Conservation District
administered the instil-
lation of four sceptic
systems in the county
within the past year,
among other projects.
“We’re continuing the
process of accepting and
reviewing applications
for CAPE grants — that’s
tobacco  settlement
money — and, in this past
year, we awarded $15,000
out of that program to a
local farm, Howard said.
“Through the state
division of conservations,
we applied for — and we

were awarded — a $20,000
grant for a landowner for
an agriculture project in
the county.”

Howard also gave an
update on the Abandoned
Mine Land (AML) project,
stating construction is
currently underway at the
Wallins site; afterward,
the Soil Conservation
District will set its sights
on the mine in Baxter, as
well as the one at the foot
of Pine Mountain. The
purpose of this initiative
is to address potential
environmental and public
safety concerns posed by
abandoned mine shafts,
preventing possible
landslides and other such
disasters that may occur

if left unaddressed.
Finally, the Soil Con-
servation District gave out
approximately 600 trees
at Walmart in celebration
of Earth Day on April 22.
Thanks to these com-
bined efforts, the Soil
Conservation District is
making positive agri-
cultural strides in the
community, ensuring a
more environmentally
safe future for Harlan
County residents.
Mosley also provided
an update on the county-
wide “Spring Clean-Up”
initiative, which has been
completed in Districts 1-
3 and is currently col-
lecting unneeded items
in District 4. He described

the quantity of items that
have been donated so far
as “unreal” and high-
lighted this endeavor as
significantly reducing
yearly incidents of illegal
dumping, which has
historically costed mil-
lions of dollars to clean
up.

“We try to keep our
county clean,” said
Landfill Manager and
former Harlan County
Solid Waste Department
supervisor Pericles ‘Lakis’
Mavinidis, “and I'd like
to thank everybody for
participating; we can’t
thank you enough for all
that you do.” Mavinidis
turned away from the
crowd so the back of his

shirt was on full display;
it bore the words,
“Remember Our Dream:
Harlan County Clean.”
Mavinidis urged everyone
in attendance to take
these words to heart and
think about what they can
do to make for a cleaner
community.

“If you saw the drone
footage in District 3 and
what it looked like Sun-
day at about 5 o’clock, it
was — ‘overwhelming’
would be the best term
that I can think of. It was
overwhelming,” said
Magistrate Paul Brown-
ing.

“If you know the size
of the Cumberland High
School parking lot, you

could barely drive

between it and the
playground. It was
overwhelming . . . The

road crew and solid waste
[crew] were nothing short
of amazing.” Browning,
who encouraged every-
one to take a look at the
drone footage online that
highlighted the stag-
gering amount of debris,
stated it had all been
cleaned out the following
evening.

“They were like
SERVPRO, like it never

even happened,”
Browning joked before
giving his sincere

appreciation for everyone
who participated.

the same time frame as
the primary election day
schedule: 6 a.m. to 6 p.m.
This will help ensure all
Harlan County residents
are able to make their way
to the ballot box,
regardless of their work
schedule.

Due to the extended
polling hours, a resolution
was passed to ensure
election workers would
receive additional com-
pensation for their ser-
vices.

“Our election workers
are a vital role for our
election,” said Harlan
County Clerk Ashley
Sullivan. “Without them,
we wouldn’t be able to do
our election process in the
. . . twenty-one locations

we do. We have over 152
workers; [during] that
time, they don’t get to
leave for lunch—they’re
there the whole time.
They arrive early, [and]
they take it seriously.
They’re what make it
successful.”

Mosley emphasized the
importance of partici-
pating in the electoral
process: “Many men and
women have died for our
right to vote in this
country,” he said, “and we
owe it to them—through
their sacrifice and ser-
vice—to go and preserve
that right that we still
have. A lot of rights . . .
have been challenged
through the years, but this
is a right that we still
have — to pick our
leaders — and it’s some-
thing we should all take

right to vote, accordingly.”
