The commission heard 
from Tharan Green, president 
of Mercer Transformation, 
and Cherie Chamberlain, 
secretary of Mercer Transfor-
mation, about loading zone 
issues in front of Mercer 
Transformation, located at 
132 N. Main Street. Cham-
berlain said neighbors had 
complained to police officers 
about vehicles parking in the 
yellow zone in front of the 
office. She explained that the 
vehicles were there only long 
enough to unload and asked 
whether a loading zone sign 
could be installed.

“We don’t use the spots 
frivolously,” said Chamber-
lain.

Mayor Bob Williams said 
Street Department Supervisor 
Frank Lukitsch would inspect 
the site and report back to 
the commission and Com-
missioner Marvin “Bubby” 
Isham said they could contin-
ue to use the zone to unload.

In other business:
•Heard from Emergency 

Management Director Brad 
Cox that protocols for the 
early warning siren are going 
to change to no longer include 
severe storms but only torna-
does and storms predicted to 
have straight-line winds up 
to 60 or 70 miles per hour or 
potential for strong rotation. 
The siren is tested on the 
first Saturday of each month 
at noon. 

• Approved March 9, 
at 5:30 p.m., for the public 
hearing for citizens to voice 
suggestions on what streets 
will be repaved. Citizens will 
have until 4 p.m. on Friday, 
March 6, to email City Clerk

CAO Stacy Maynard 
noted that, as part of the 
agreement with the water 

project, Linden Avenue will 
have to be one of the streets 
milled and repaved and could 
take up to half of what is bud-
geted for paving.

• Maynard praised the 
work of Shelby Lewis for 
using multiple applications 
to post job openings in City 
Hall, noting they had several 
diverse applicants for mul-
tiple openings. “Those are 
big wins for the City,” said 
Maynard. 

Also praised the efforts 
of Kimberly McGrath in col-
lecting delinquent net profit, 
business license fees and 
occupational license fees. 
City Attorney Norrie Currens 
noted that city ordinances 
needed to be reviewed to “put 
some teeth” into the language 
and assist in collecting the 
fees.

The Mercer County Fis-
cal Court held its regularly 
scheduled meeting on Tues-
day, Feb. 24, at 10 a.m. at the 
courthouse. 

Employees at the Mercer 
County Courthouse will be 
glad to know that a roofing 
bid was accepted from Roof 
Linx of Indiana for $129,724 
to put on a new roofing sys-
tem. Currently, the vault in 
the county clerk's office and 
the PVA offices have substan-
tial leaks. 

Magistrate Tim Darland 
asked if a robot would be 
used in the process. Roof 
Linx representative Tevin 
Wolf said they have a robot 
to meld the seams and that 
the roof will have a 20-year 
warranty when finished.

Under departmental 
reports, Brad Cox, director 
of Emergency Management, 
handed information detailing 
the protocol changes for the 
storm siren. Cox said that 
after meeting with several 
other groups and hearing citi-
zens' concerns, the siren will 
no longer be used for severe 
thunderstorm warnings but 

only for tornado warnings or 
severe thunderstorms capa-
ble of producing destructive 
straight-line winds or strong 
rotation. Cox said storm warn-
ing notices will continue to 
be sent through Hyper Reach. 
Judge Executive Sarah Steele 
reminded the court that the 
Hyper Reach link is available 
on the Fiscal Court's website 
at mercercounty.ky.gov or by 
texting “alerts” to 859-350-
6655. Cox will also release 
the information on Emergen-
cy Management's Facebook 
page.

The Fiscal Court was also 
joined by Burgin and Mer-
cer's FFA groups. The court 
proclaimed Feb. 21-28 as 
FFA Week in Mercer County.

In other business:
• In magistrate reports, 

Magistrate Susan Barrington 
presented numbers from the 
Kentucky Farm Bureau on 
the number of farm acres lost 
in Kentucky and the United 
States. 

• Approved the purchase 
of a GMC C7500/Snow Plow 
for the road department, sur-
plus by the state, for $17,000.

• Approved the purchase 
of a GMC C6500 Flat Bed 

for the solid waste water 
department for $13,5000. 
Magistrates Pete Elliott and 
Darland voted against the 
purchase, citing concerns that 
the truck was a gas engine 
rather than a diesel. 

• Accepted a bid from the 
local cleaning company, C2 
Facility Services, for $6,489 
for monthly cleaning of the 
judicial center, pending vet-
ting and approval from the 
AOC.

• Judge Steele reported 
that the installation of the 
broadband had been delayed 
due to the ice storm, but 
trucks belonging to the con-
tractor Congruence should 
be in the community soon 
to start installation. Darland 
questioned the depth of the 
lines being installed and 
reminded the court that the 
contract requires installation 
to be completed by the end of 
December 2026.

• Judge Steele gave the 
quarterly report of inmates 
transported that fall within 
the Mercer County Fiscal 
Court budget. Sheriff Kelty 
also added the transport 
information for what his 
office is responsible for. The 

state reimburses his transpor-
tation expenses for his office. 
Darland commended Steele 
for the work she has done 
for the jailer's office, while 
Mercer County Jailer Brett 
Chamberlain is out due to 
health issues. 

• Agreed for Steele to sign 
a statement of work agree-
ment with the state to update 
the fiscal court website plat-
form.

• Approved paying an 
insurance reimbursement for 
storm damage to Anderson 
Dean Community Park.

• Approved second read-
ing and adoption of ordinance 
2026-02 for budget amend-
ment related to insurance 
proceeds and a Bluegrass 
Area Development grant.

• Approved Steele to 
sign a grant application for 
$19 million dollars from the 
BUILD program.

• Approved hiring Nich-
olas Wilson as a part-time 
solid waste position at $15 
per hour, dependent on pass-
ing the pre-employment 
screening.

Fiscal court accepts bid for roof 
repair to courthouse

The Anderson Dean Park 
Board held its regularly 
called meeting on Wednes-
day, Feb. 18. The board 
reviewed its over $831,600 
budget. 

Park Board executive 
director Stephen Ransdell 
continues to work on park 
improvements that have been 
neglected in past years. The 
board made budget adjust-
ments to fund a $37,800 irri-
gation pump system for the 
soccer and baseball fields. 
The cost does not include 
replacing sprinkler heads 
and there are approximately 
200 heads. Judge Execu-
tive Sarah Steele suggested 
that Ransdell reach out to 
the City of Harrodsburg 
CAO, Stacy Maynard, about 
matching-fund park grants 
that include watering uses. 

Other adjustments includ-
ed increasing the monthly 
equipment lease payment 
from $1000 to $1300.

Additional maintenance 
projects include installing 
and inspecting the light-
ing panel for the softball 
field and wiring the exter-
nal switch. Ransdell esti-
mated the cost to be no more 
than $7500. A safety barrier 
will be installed around the 
panel, and Ransdell reported 
it would cost no more than 
$3,000. 

Work is also being done 
to improve the Hitachi/
Astemo shelter house, and 
Astemo is funding part of 
the improvements. They did 
request an automated lock-
ing and security system for 
the restroom doors that will 
lock when the park is closed. 
The cost is approximately 
$8,000. 

Steele said $30,000 was 
also included in the new 
budget for road and parking 
lot maintenance. She said it 
was important to repair what 
they could each year.

In other business:
• Approved a storyboard 

project with the Mercer 
County Public Library. The 
project would include 20 
boards with story pages, so 
families could walk a por-
tion of the track and read the 
story as they went. The story 
would be changed season-
ally and would cost approxi-
mately $1000.

• Eight soccer goals had 
been delivered and Ransdell 
is working with the Mercer 
Youth Soccer Association 
(MYSA) to build the goals.

• Approved improve-
ments to the pitching 
mounds on the baseball 

fields used by Little League, 
with partial funding coming 
from Little League.

• Learned that two of 
the bathrooms had not been 
winterized properly and the 
contractor would cover the 
cost of the sinks and urinals 
that were damaged.

• Their audit was expect-
ed to be done on time. Park 
secretary Robin Reed said 
copies of invoices, equip-
ment leases, meeting min-
utes, etc. had been requested 
and provided.

• Steele reminded the 
board of funding deadlines 
for the City of Harrodsburg, 
Fiscal Court and the Tourist 
Commission.

The next meeting of the 
Anderson-Dean Community 
Park board will be held on 
Wednesday, March 18, at 
noon, in the Lions’ Club 
Shelter.

Park board takes first look at its 
annual budget
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
