ROBERT WADE
Robert “Bobby” Wade

Huffman, 83, of Salvisa,
died Saturday, May 23,
2026, at Ephraim McDowell
Regional Medical Center in
Danville.

Born July 17, 1942, in
Lebanon, he was the son of
the late James H. and Ola
Mae (Rinehart) Huffman.
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“I didn’t have a bill,” said
City Clerk Angela Stewart,
who said there had been a lot
of turnover at the Rumpke
office.

“At one time, we weren’t
getting any bills,” Stewart
said. She said she thought the
missing payment was from
December 2024.

“I never did get a bill for
that month,” the clerk said.

“We pay them too much
for them to come back and us
pay them more,” said Coun-
cilwoman Melinda Wofford.
Wofford suggested adding
language to the Rumpke con-
tract in the future to cover the
eventuality.

Councilman McCoy asked
for an explanation of the city’s
arrangement with Rumpke.

“We collect money, and
then we send money back to
Rumpke,” Mayor Keebortz
explained.

McCoy asked if it could
be broken down to more accu-
rately reflect how the money
is handled.

“I don’t know how to do
it,” Stewart said. She said she
would have to break it down
on a spreadsheet every month.

Stewart said she has a sim-
ilar problem with the revenue
the city collects for insurance,
including home, life, fire and
automotive insurance.

“I have to go in there and
manually break them down,”
Stewart said.

Mayor Keebortz recom-
mended splitting the budget
up. The friendly little city col-
lected $725,000 last year in
utilities, including Rumpke,
the sewer, water bills and fees

and taxes. Much of that money
goes from the city to the util-
ity provider, such as Rumpke
and the Mercer County Sani-
tation District, which operates
Burgin’s sanitary sewer. On
Monday, Stewart said the city
collects an administrative fee
to cover billing expenses.

Another line item that
went over this year was the
$1,500 budgeted for scholar-
ships to Burgin Independent
students. The council voted to
hand out $2,500 for five schol-
arships instead.

Moving forward, Mayor
Keebortz suggested setting
aside $3,500 for scholarships
instead of $1,500 in the new
budget.

“I really don’t think we
should do that,” said Council-
woman Wofford, who ques-
tioned whether the city should
be awarding scholarships at
all.

“I just don’t think that’s a
wise use of taxpayer money,’
Wofford said.

Councilman McCoy, who
teaches 6th-grade math and
science at Burgin Independent
and who has said he has four
children who have either gone
through or are going through
the school system, called the
scholarships an investment in
the community.

“It strengthens the com-
munity,” McCoy said.

Wofford also suggested
requiring scholarship appli-
cants to live in Burgin, not
just attend school there.

Mayor Keebortz suggested
the council create rules for
applying for the scholarships.

Councilman Travis Irvin

moved to amend the budget
and transfer the funds. Wof-
ford seconded. The motion
passed unanimously.

Wofford also questioned
the line item for alcohol
licensing sales, noting it was
$30,000 in the new budget.
Keebortz said the city had col-
lected more than $28,000 so
far this year.

The city council voted
to go wet in March of last
year. Keebortz said they didn’t
know how much revenue to
project because it was Bur-
gin’s first year as a wet city.

Under statute, any revenue
Burgin receives on alcohol
sales has to go towards alco-
hol-related expenses incurred
by the city, such as ABC
administrative costs, includ-
ing payroll, office supplies and
law enforcement.

Alcohol money that is not
spent must be surrendered to
the state.

“We can’t hold it over,”
Keebortz said. “So we’ll have
to find something here for this
fiscal year.”

Wofford also asked about
paving, which is set at $0 in
the proposed budget. Munici-
palities rely on revenue from
the state gas tax for paving
roads. Stewart explained that
Burgin, which was projected
to collect $7,000 in the next
fiscal year, usually skips every
other year in order to allow
enough money to accrue.

“You’ll have to wait until
next year,” said Keebortz, who
said Burgin collects from up to
$1,700 every month from the
state for paving.

“Does that mean you don’t
anticipate paving this year?”
McCoy asked.

“It would have to be a
very small street,” Keebortz
said. The mayor said the city
has been doing patch jobs, but
has tried to use the funds to
cover entire streets. Keebortz
estimated it would cost $1.1
million to pave the entire city.
Next year, if they found a
street, they could take care
of it.

Councilwoman Wofford
moved to give first reading to
the budget with all necessary
changes. Councilman Irvin
seconded. Wofford’s motion
passed unanimously.

The council will have to
give the budget a second read-
ing before the end of the fiscal
year. There are still questions
about the budget, including
the cost of rejoining the Har-
rodsburg-Mercer County Joint
Planning and Zoning Com-
mission and the cost of the
city’s insurance.

“We may have to amend
it,” Keebortz told the com-
mission.

Wofford thanked Stewart
for the time they’d spent on
the budget.

“I appreciate the work on
it,” Wofford said.

The next regular meeting
of the Burgin City Council is
scheduled for Tuesday, June
12, at 6:30 p.m. at Burgin
City Hall (117 South Maple
Street, Burgin). Keep abreast
of events and watch city coun-
cil meetings at the City of
Burgin’s Facebook page, @
burginl17.

Ordinance No. 2026-12 repeals the City of Harrodsburg’s prior eth-
ics ordinances (Ordinance 1994-1992 and Ordinance 2014-14) and
replaces them with the Kentucky League of Cities (KLC) Model
Ethics Ordinance to comply with KRS 65.003. It establishes an up-
dated “City of Harrodsburg, Kentucky Code of Ethics” including
definitions and standards of conduct (such as conflicts of interest
rules, contract restrictions, gift limits, nepotism prohibitions, and
limits on misuse of confidential information), requires certain of-
ficials and employees to file annual financial disclosure statements,
and creates/uses a joint city-county ethics board to enforce the code
through investigations, hearings, and penalties, with the ordinance
taking effect upon publication as required by law. The full text of
Ordinance 2026-12 is available on the City of Harrodsburg website.
