On Saturday, March 
28th in over 3,300 
separate protests in all 
50 states across this 
county, and in many 
countries across the 
world, an estimated 
8 million people took 
time to participate 
in a NO KINGS 3 
protest against the 
Trump administration. 
Munfordville was 
counted in that 
number. Forty people 
from Hart County 
alongside a few from 
Barren, Grayson 
and even people on 
vacation here from 
Louisville spent three 
hours along Main 
Street in Munfordville 
adding our voices to 
the growing chorus of 
“No Kings in America 
since 1776”. 

In 1776 Americans rose 
up against an English 
King levying taxes on 
the colonies without 
their consent. Today 
one of the complaints 
people had was the 
illegal tariffs/taxes the 
Trump administration 
continue to charge 
driving up the cost 
of everything for 
Americans.
