Corbin could be getting
train-themed welcome sign
this Christmas season

Celebration Lighting

Dustin  Hood, along
with representative Jody
Botner, proposed for a
train-themed welcome
sign for the Christmas
season at the Corbin
Tourism and Convention
Commission meeting on
March 3.

Hood, who has been
with Celebration Lighting
since its founding in
2009, explained the pro-
posed sign would high-
light Corbin’s railroad
heritage.

The sign would read

“Welcome to Corbin” and
replace the current sign at
the interstate entrance.

“Christmas lights are
growing exponentially in
this region,” said Hood.
“We’re growing in every
town, and we want to
grow in Corbin. We’re
from Corbin. This is our
hometown. These are the
lights we want to look the
best.”

The custom-built,
train-themed welcome
sign would be approxi-
mately 12 feet tall and 40
feet long, manufactured
by a company based in
Georgia.

Board members

expressed concerns about
available space, visibility
from the roadway, and the
overall size of the sign.

The proposal is for a
three-year deal at $6,000
per year, with costs
expected to decrease after
the initial contract period.

The sign was initially
estimated to cost $15,000,
prompting Hood to sug-
gest a three-year agree-
ment.

No action was taken
during the meeting, as
board members requested
additional time to review
potential locations and
ideas before making a
final decision.
