
The Oldham County Lady Colonels
(11-8) won a hard-fought game 49-
39 against the Eminence Warriors
(11-7) on Wednesday night on the
road.

The Warriors also took the court
on Wednesday with a greater purpose
in their hearts. Prior to the matchup,
Eminence held a moment of silence
in remembrance of Logan Jewell
DeWitt, daughter of assistant coach
Chase DeWitt, who passed away after
a hard-fought cancer battle on Feb.
2.

Once the game began, Eminence
took a quick 4-0 lead with a putback
from Emily Roederer and a reverse
layup from Victoria Spiegl.

Nailiah Vargas capped off a tough
drive for a layup to extend the lead
to 6-3 before the Lady Colonels moved
back within one with a strong finish
at the rim by Jacey Bryant.

Brooklyn Smith responded with
a layup, and about a minute later,
Oldham County evened the score
at eight all with a 3-pointer by Paxton
Lewis.

Throughout the first quarter, the
Warriors’ defensive efforts and full-
court press limited Oldham County’s
offensive effectiveness and led to
a few turnovers, especially near the
end of the period.

Eminence earned a couple of steals
in the final two minutes, includ-
ing a clutch steal and shot on the
block by Smith to break the tie.

With the Warriors leading 10-8
after the first quarter, Oldham County
regrouped and attacked the basket
early to move into control.

Kayla DaSilva scored on a putback
to give the Lady Colonels an 11-10
edge with 6:47 left in the first half.

Both teams were held scoreless
over the next three minutes, though,
to keep the margin at one.

Eminence nabbed a pair of passes
near its own basket but were unable
to convert on the opportunities during
the three-minute span. Yet, the
Warriors clamped down to keep
Oldham County contained until Bryant
knocked down two free throws with
3:39 left.

Spiegl scored Eminence’s first
points of the quarter, a pair of free
throws, shortly after, but Norah
Arabadjief hit a layup through contact

to push the lead out to 15-12.
The Warriors stayed active on the

defensive end, but Oldham County
matched the intensity to force several
turnovers late in the quarter.

Eminence bounced back with a
three from Vargas to pull within one
before the Lady Colonels drained
a jumper with under a minute to play.

Spiegl capped off the half with a
huge block on a breakaway layup
attempt to leave Oldham County’s
lead at 18-15 at the break.

The Warriors picked up the energy
on both ends of the floor out of

halftime, moving back within one
on a shot by Spiegl.

Spiegl swatted another Lady
Colonel shot, and Eminence forced
a couple of turnovers, but Oldham
County remained in front and
extended its lead to four with a wing
3-pointer by Aubrey Batts.

Spiegl briefly put Eminence back
within three with a layup via a Vargas
assist before DaSilva hit two free
throws, and Caidence Richard
connected on a baseline runner to
go ahead 26-19 and prompt a Warrior
timeout.

Out of the stoppage, Eminence
clawed back with a 6-0 run, including
a layup by Spiegl, a shot on the block
from Loran Yetter and a layup from
Vargas off a Spiegl assist.

Oldham County stayed the course,
though, and rattled off a 9-0 surge
to move in front by double digits.

Batts, a 44% shooter from long
range, was limited to just one triple
in the first half but found her rhythm
in the third quarter to help Oldham
County further its lead.

She drilled two 3-pointers during
the 9-0 run, Arabadjief fought for
a layup through contact and Lewis
hit a free throw to push the advantage
to 35-25.

Smith ended the streak with a
layup, and Vargas dropped in a corner
three with 30 seconds left to move
Eminence within six, 36-30, heading
into the fourth quarter.

Norah Preher-Stone started
the period with a free throw before
the Lady Colonels used a layup and
a straight-on 3-pointer to bring the
margin to 41-31.

Smith followed a block on a layup
attempt with two free throws, but
Batts connected on her fourth 3-
pointer of the second half to put
Oldham County in front by 11.

Eminence kept fighting, but Lewis
hit another 3-pointer to move the
margin to 47-34 with 4:33 to play.

Down the stretch, the Warriors
attacked the basket to chip away
at the lead and Smith concluded the
night with a 3-point play to bring
the final margin to 10 points.

Oldham County will host the Fern
Creek Tigers (8-11) on Saturday,
Feb. 7 at 4:30 p.m. Oldham County
will then travel to play the South
Oldham Lady Dragons (13-10) on
Thursday, Feb. 12 at 6 p.m.

Kentucky farmers and

Commissioner of Agri-
culture Jonathan Shell invited
Kentuckians to nominate
individuals or families for the
award, which includes a $10,000
prize, according to a news
release from the Kentucky
Department of Agriculture.

“Our farmers are the
true stewards of our land,” Shell
said in the release. “This award

honors those who go above
and beyond to practice con-
servation efforts. The Kentucky
Department of Agriculture is
honored to work with the Sand
County Foundation to present
the Leopold Conservation
Award to a Kentucky farm
family who shows true devotion
to the management of our
natural resources.”

The award is given in honor

of Aldo Leopold; a renowned
conservationist whose
work emphasized an ethi-
cal relationship between people
and the land they own and
manage. Leopold outlined that
philosophy in his 1949 book,
“A Sand County Almanac.”

Sand County Founda-
tion, which presents the
Leopold Conservation Award
in 28 states, describes the honor

as recognizing private agri-
cultural landowners who inspire
others through their com-
mitment to conservation and
land ethics, according to the
release. In Kentucky, the award
is presented in partnership with
the Kentucky Agricultural
Council and the Kentucky
Association of Conserva-
tion Districts.

Nominations may be
submitted by third parties or
by landowners themselves.
Application materials are
available online and must be
submitted electronically.

The deadline to apply is
March 31, 2026. Completed
applications must be emailed

The Leopold Conservation
Award has been presented in
Kentucky since 2013. The first
recipient was Sherwood Acres
Farm of LaGrange. The 2025
award was presented to John
and Randy Seymour of Upton,
a father-and-son team who
operate Riders Mill Farms and
Roundstone Creek.
