This is the story of a team that won’t 
be part of any hall of fame speech or 
any other sports program.   Most peo-
ple reading this may be asking why they 
are  reading about a JV team or any oth-
er team that’s not high school or on the 
college level. The final game was men-
tioned in a newspaper article in Corbin 
and a photo appeared in The Sun, yet 
here is the story behind the story of a 
team and it’s season which occurred 50 
years ago, this year. This season.

 Of course we measure high school 
teams by their varsity sports, and rightly 
so, but I remember this team from long 
ago that began with 13 players and won 
the Junior Varsity SEKC Championship 
with an undefeated season that included 
wins over Middlesboro, Bell County and 
Corbin. This is the story of Pineville’s 
Dirty Dozen.

Somewhere in the Pineville High 
School hallway stands a trophy that 
reads JV SEKC Champions 1974. If 
not, the memory and only the memo-
ry stands in the 13 players, that’s right 
11 players and 2 valuable substitutes 
who went undefeated and beat Corbin 
consisting of 35 plus players in the fi-
nal game of the year. We all know only 
11 can be on the field at the same time. 
So we took our 11 and valuable substi-
tutes and never considered anything but 
winning.   Our colors were Maroon and 
Gold. 

 Coach Bill Adams came to us and said 
a few of you are starting and playing on 

varsity, he said he would prefer us not 
playing JV but won’t take that away . 
There were approximately 30 players 
on the entire team and 13 of us were 
freshman and sophomores. Assistant 
Coaches David Thompson and Patrick 
Clore would lead us with managers Alan 
Taylor, Stephen “Bubba” Hill and trainer 
Julie Lundy keeping us equipped and in 
check. We needed them to keep us going 
as we played both ways, every way, every 
play against teams consisting of 25, 30 
and close to 40 players.

Along with myself, Robert Knuckles, 
Dennis Knuckles, Richard Amburgy, 
Mike Tye, Mike Card, Bill Bowling, 
Mark Terry, Kenneth Parsons, David 
Grigsby, Jesse Grubbs, Brent Engle and 
Doug Roper would gather in a small 
circle and begin our stretching and 
calisthenics with some members of the 
other team standing on the 50 yard line 
smiling and asking “this is your team?” 
You could hear fans from the sidelines 
laughing and saying things like this was 
going to be an easy night or just stare 
and ask “where is the rest of your team?”

The season started off well with a 7-0 
victory over Middlesboro (AA) hav-
ing over 30 players, 6-0 victory over 
Harlan (A) 25 players, 6-0 victory over 
Knox Central (AAA) 35 players and 
30-0 victory over Bell County (AAA) 25 
players. These are rough estimates since 
most of the time who cares how many 
players are on a team. This is something 
that only gets noticed by members of a 
team having one or two extra players 
or  members of a team playing someone 
with one or two extra players. You would 
have to be there to really appreciate the 

head count just before kickoff. During 
one game and with only one substitute 
someone called us the Dirty Dozen. The 
name stuck even when we had 13.

We won all of our games passing, run-
ning traps, reverses, boot legs, fast toss-
es, single wing, making up plays and a 
few on defense with good  tackling, 
interceptions and recovering fumbles. 
We played hard, we hit hard. We loved 
the game. Back then most of us would 
all meet and play on Saturday morning 
after playing  the night before, all on 
the same field. Of course we all walked 
to the field as Coach Adams had a rule 
that no player could ride in a car during 
football season. So you walked to school 
and you walked home, you walked to 
practice and  you walked after practice, 
you walked and walked everywhere and 
then it was time to run, one more time.

As the season came to what we thought 
was the end Coach Thompson came to 
us and said we have one more game. 
We have a JV Championship game with 
Corbin – who by the way is undefeated. 
Class AA Corbin vs. Class A Pineville.  
We were all excited, who knew a JV 
Championship game even existed? 

Corbin undefeated? OK, so were we.
We practiced running plays and go-

ing over assignments. Robert Knuckles, 
who in my opinion is one of the best 
running backs to ever come out of the 
mountains had his own play drawn up 
just for him, The Knuckles Special, along 
with talented and versatile backs and 
receivers Mark Terry, Bill Bowling and 
Brent Engle. Robert approached me ev-
ery day and asked how to throw a spiral. 
Said his dream was to play quarterback 
and throw the ball far down the field for 
a touchdown. I told him I wished I could 
run like he ran, he quickly replied “can’t 
teach you, you just run” said he didn’t 
like to be tackled; made sense. Robert 
was quite the character always looking 
for a challenge. Any challenge including 
fighting any one or anybody that wanted 
to fight, even if he wasn’t mad at you, he 
would just say put ‘em up let’s go.  We all 
had fun, we joked with each other, we 
scrimmaged (with varsity), we fought, 
we laughed, we ran and we ran and then 
we ran again. We were in shape.  We 
had to be.  There was the Varsity game 
on Friday the JV game on Tuesdays and 
then it was time for this Championship 
game on this particular Tuesday.

We traveled to Corbin on our one 
and only bus. We all of course had our 
own seat. We pulled up to the stadium 
and couldn’t believe how many people 
were there. The stands had more people 
than all of our games combined. Corbin 
was already on the field; they were big 
in numbers and size. They were BIG. 
When they did their exercises, it sound-
ed like the Marine Corp with ONE, 

TWO, THREE. 
We on the other hand sounded like 

our usual crowd at The Wall, bark-
ing one two three. It was a time of 8 
tracks, Pinball, Peter Frampton, Novas, 
Gremlins, Trans Ams, it was a time of 
The FLOCOE , Broughton’s, Arthur 
Parrott’s, Sport Mart, The Shell Station, 
Peer, Roan’s Framery, The Continental 
Hotel, The Hub, Jackson Studio, Smith 
& Cawood, WANO, Rowland Chevro-
let, Lions Lair, Greyhound Bus Station, 
Howard’s Drive In, Engle’s Drive In, 
Newberry’s , Martins’ , Joe the Tailor, 
Mary’s Shop, The Barber Shop, The 
Golden Bell, Rego’s, Blind George sell-
ing popcorn and peanuts at the home 
games, The Pool Room, KU, The Ice 
Cream Shop, P&G, Piggly Wiggly, Pat-
sy and the  A&P. But, then again, it was 
game time.

I don’t remember the details of the 
game. I was just sent a clipping from 
The Corbin paper from my good friend 
Mike Tye who is now living outside At-
lanta. I haven’t seen Mike in years and 
learned earlier that his brother Dennis 
had just passed away.  Dennis was a 
good and quiet man as well as a good 
athlete like Mike. I was in Pineville vis-
iting my Mom and went to the funeral 
home and realized that I was not going 
to be here leaving the next day. I saw a 
young man and introduced myself. I 
gave him my card and said please give 
the family my respects. It turns out it 
was Mike’s son and then I received a text 
a week later asking me if I was part of 
the Dirty Dozen. I did not recognize the 
number but instantly went back to 1974 
and remember the whistle and start of 
the game.

We battled. Corbin was indeed BIG 
and tough. We were undersized and 
scrappy. We played with some skill but 
mostly grit and being fearless. I got in 
trouble a few times changing the plays 
that were sent in. Most of the time I 
called my own plays. We didn’t have 
headphones or anyone” in the box.” 
Heck, we didn’t have a box. At our own 
stadium we had South Bevins on the 
radio and Bobby Madon making the 
calls of the varsity games but little room 
for anyone else unless you went up top 
between 2x4 rails that kept you from 
plunging 40 feet. But that was for Gar-
field Howard who filmed all the home 
games. We were in Corbin.

According to the Corbin times The Red 
Hounds scored  first and succeeded on 
their 2 point conversion. Minutes later, 
Brent Engle, the fastest on the team, ran 
65 yards to put us on the board followed 
by our own 2 point conversion, a quick 
pass to Knuckles.  Midway through the 
3rd QTR  Richard Amburgy caught  a 
screen pass then galloped 30 yards to 
put us back on top. Our 2 point conver-

sion came up short and we held a slim 
14-8 lead going into the game’s final 
minutes. 

I called for a sweep extending my 
arm as I carried the ball. My hand was 
smashed between two helmets and in-
stantly saw blood and bone. I could 
not grasp the football and went to the 
sideline being tended by our managers 
acting like a pit crew in a formula one 
race. One of our substitutes got the call 
and both coaches and I debated on who 
should quarterback (we never consid-
ered this). I immediately said” Knuckles 
“ with a condition to ONLY run; not to 
even hand it off. With my hand wrapped 
I went out to the huddle and looked at 
Robert and told him he was the QB at 
which point he said YES! YES! FINAL-
LY! His dream had come true. I looked 
at Robert as the refs told me it was time 
and quickly said “do not throw the ball, 
don’t  hand it off, don’t do anything ex-
cept run - all we need is a first down and 
we can get out of here with the win.” He 
quickly replied, “Got it! ”  According to 
Mike and Richard, as I left the huddle 
and returned to the sideline Robert said 
“EVERYBODY GO LONG!”  Mike said 
that’s not what James said. Robert quick-
ly said “James ain’t here” and then pro-
ceeded with a cadence none of us had 
ever heard, “BLUE 42- BAMA 19- Red 
56 -RAZOR- CHENOA- FOUMILE - 
DOWN SET GO! Mike Card decipher-
ing the code snapped the ball in this 
single wing formation as ALL went ev-
erywhere.  Robert scrambled looking to 
pass to ANYONE taking 10 steps back, 
then 5 more while both coaches looked 
at me and yelled WHAT did you tell 
him!? 

Robert, looking more like Fran 
Tarkenton had ever looked like Fran 
Tarkenton before, held the ball up ready 
to throw several times finally lowering 
the ball and scampered 65 yards for 
the securing touchdown and of course, 
spiked the ball resulting in a penalty on 
the ensuing kickoff. He couldn’t have 
cared less as he got to live out his dream 
minus the throw. Corbin came back in 
the final seconds for another touchdown 
but it was too little too late. The clock 
expired and we brought the trophy back 
to the Gem City. 

I did not ride the bus back and was 
taken to the hospital. Really missed that 
ride and celebration and don’t think I 
really appreciated what we had done un-
til  I spoke to Mike and realized it was 
50 years ago. It was a time to remember 
it was a season to remember. It was the 
Dirty Dozen from Pineville.  I can still 
hear the call “ Blue 42…

Thanks for calling Mike. Yes, I am in-
deed one of the Dirty Dozen (plus one). 
Hope you and all are doing well. Think 
of you often.   James Combs 16
