 MIDDLESBORO- As we 
previously reported, there was 
a vehicle vs. pedestrian hit-
and-run incident on Saturday 
Night, March 1, 2025, before 
7:30 pm.  The tragic incident 
took place on Cumberland 
Avenue in the vicinity of Life 
Church.  Officer Cody Marcum 
states in his citation that once 
he was on the scene, there was 
an off-duty Middlesboro Fire/
EMS performing CPR on 65-
Joe Randall Bullins. 

At the time, eyewitnesses 
stated the vehicle involved 
was a dark-colored Ford truck 
that fled the scene after strik-
ing Bullins.  This was con-
firmed after viewing the video 
surveillance submitted to the 
police department.  The truck 
was seen in the video striking 
the man, backing up, stop-
ping, and then driving off. 

Mr. Bullins was taken to 

Middlesboro ARH Hospital, 
where he later died from his 
injuries. 

On Monday, March 3, 2025, 
Officer Marcum went to a 
business in the area and re-
viewed video which showed 
a black Ford Ranger matching 

the description of the eyewit-
nesses and prior video.  

A tip was called into Mid-
dlesboro Dispatch, with the 
caller stating the suspected 
truck was in the Polly Hollow 
community being worked 
on.  Officers responded to the 
address, finding the truck in 
question matching the vid-
eos.  Officers spoke with an 
individual who stated he was 
a resident of the home and 
that the vehicle belonged to 
Morris Stephen Metcalf.  The 
individual was then asked for 
consent, and permission was 
given to search the home.  The 
truck was then seized.

Intoxicated man arrested for discharging a shotgun
    On Sunday evening 
March 30, 2025, at ap-
proximately 6:00 pm, 
Bell County Deputy 
Samson Churchwell 
responded to a call 
about a male dis-
charging a shotgun at 
the Ferndale Apart-
ment Complex.

    Once on scene at the residence, Deputy 
Churchwell identified 63-year-old Michael 
Cooper as the person responsible for the 
discharge.  After attempting unsuccessfully 
to have Cooper exit the apartment with his 
loudspeaker, the deputy made contact with 
an individual that knew Cooper and he called 
him telling the man to come out of his apart-
ment.  Once outside, Cooper was taken into 
custody, also found to be intoxicated.

    Video of the incident was obtained by 
Deputy Samson showing that Cooper had the 
firearm pointing at the building across from 
his residence prior to the discharge in the air.  
Michael Cooper was lodged in the Bell Coun-
ty Detention Center charged with wanton 
endangerment - 1st degree - discharge of a 
firearm.
    Assissting on scene was Sgt. Austin Poin-
dexter.

DNA links man to 2024 collision

    A Bell County man 
is now facing multiple 
charges after DNA 
evidence linked him 

to a 2024 collision. 
Charles Partin of Gray, 
Kentucky, has been 
charged with receiving 
stolen property valued 
at $10,000 or more, 
leaving the scene of 
an accident/failure to 
render aid, and driving 
without a license/neg-
ligence in connection 

with the incident.
    On June 13, 2024, 
Middlesboro Police 
responded to a colli-
sion at the intersection 
of Ashbury Avenue 
and North 19th Street. 
Witnesses reported 
that one vehicle struck 
another, causing signif-
icant damage, before 

the driver fled the 
scene.
    Detective Cowan 
located the abandoned 
vehicle in the vicinity 
shortly after the crash. 
    Officer Morgan 
Justice investigated the 
scene and discovered 
blood in the driver’s 
area, believed to have 

come from the driv-
er’s injuries during 
the crash. The blood 
sample was sent to the 
Kentucky State Police 
(KSP) forensic lab in 
an effort to identify the 
suspect.
    In a recent develop-
ment, the KSP lab con-
firmed that the DNA 

matched Charles Partin 
of Gray, Kentucky. On 
Thursday, March 27, 
2025, Officer Justice 
formally charged Par-
tin with the aforemen-
tioned offenses. 
    Partin was already in 
custody on unrelated 
charges at the time of 
the arrest.

21-year old Middlesboro man, Atavius

    Two recent ar-
rests have resulted 
in individuals being 
lodged in jail on 
drug trafficking 
charges. The arrests 
are unrelated.

Incident 1
    On Sunday April 
13, 2025, Officer 
Preston Saylor 
responded to a 
prowler complaint 
and located a 
suspected prowler, 
later identified as 
Charles Baker.  Offi-
cer Saylor deter-
mined that Baker 
had an outstanding 
warrant for his 
arrest.
    During the inves-
tigation, Baker was 
found to be in pos-
session of a large 
quantity of suspect-
ed methamphet-
amine. According 
to the citation, the 
methamphetamine 
was divided into 

four individually 
packaged bags, 
with a total weight 
of approximately 
50 grams. Baker 
was also found to 
be in possession 
of two individually 
wrapped packages 
of suspected mar-
ijuana and $766 in 
cash, which was 
seized as evidence.
  Baker was lodged 
in the Bell County 
Detention Center 
and charged with 
trafficking in meth-
amphetamine and 
marijuana.

Incident 2
    Drug Investigator 
Ryan Collins re-
sponded to a report 
of an individual 
experiencing a 
suspected overdose 
on Tuesday, March 
18th. The victim 
was believed to 
have overdosed on 
fentanyl that had 

been recently pur-
chased. Narcan was 
administered to the 
victim, who was 
then transported 
to the hospital for 
treatment and later 
released.
    Following an 
investigation into 
the source of the 
fentanyl, Detective 
Collins identified 
Michael Maxwell as 
the individual who 
supplied the drugs 
to the victim.
