
Landon Ritter, combined to
score 17 points.

Against Somerset on
Monday, the five starters
scored all 68 points for Bullitt
East.

On Friday in the game at
Meade County, Bullitt East
fell in a big hole early as the
Green Wave exploded for 30
points in the first quarter to
go up by 14 points. The
Chargers did battle back,
outscoring the home team
32-24 over the next two
quarters, but they could not
get over the hump as Meade
County won 76-68.

Meade County won as
three players scored 73 of
the team’s 76 points. Hayden
Shouse, a senior, led the
Green Wave with 35 points.
He was 13 of 16 at the foul
line in his team’s win.

Bullitt East got a season-
high 24 points from senior
Clay Reynolds and also 14
points from senior Aidan
Boyer.

The Chargers lost despite
shooting 56 percent from the

field, but the team was only
five of seven at the foul line
while Meade County was 18
of 21.

Back in action less than
24 hours later, Bullitt East
picked up a win as they turned
back Waggener 60-43.

The Chargers won this
game while shooting 43
percent overall, but they were
only two of 13 on three-
pointers.

Connor Stinnett led the way
with 22 points while Boyer
had 14 points.

The two-day trip to
Somerset started on Monday
with a frustrating 70-68
setback to Somerset High
School. This was the game
in which only the five starters
did any scoring for the
Chargers.

Bullitt East jumped on top
21-11 after one quarter of play
but was then outscored in
each of the last three quarters.
Still, the Chargers were up
by two points entering the
fourth quarter before being
outscored 23-19 over the final
eight minutes.

Reynolds had another good
night shooting the ball as the
senior finished with 22 points,
including a trio of three-

pointers. Stinnett also had
three three-pointers and
finished with 21 points. Drake
Mefford, a senior, made seven
of his 10 shots from the field
and had 15 points.

The first three-pointer in
this game by Stinnett pushed
the senior over 1,000 points
for his career.

Bullitt East lost despite
shooting 48.3 percent from
the field and 40 percent on
three-pointers. The team was
also six of seven at the free
throw line. However, Som-
erset was 16 of 24 on free
throws.

In the second game of the
trip, Bullitt East had no better
luck against Pulaski County.
The game was tied at 40-40
heading into the fourth
quarter, but the maroons won
the game by outscoring the
Chargers 24-18 over the last
eight minutes of play.

Bullitt East again shot the
ball well, finishing at 47
percent overall and they made
nine of 21 on three-pointers.
However, Pulaski County shot
61 percent for the game as
they made 27 of 44 shots
overall.

Bullitt East got a season-
high 30 points from Stinnett
as the senior knocked down
six three-pointers while also
being four for four at the foul
line.
