
SHEPHERDSVILLE – The Sixth
Region Softball Super Regional kicked
off on Monday night with a pair of
Bullitt County teams in action.

At Mercy, North Bullitt advanced
to the second round of the 14-team
bracket with a 15-0 win over fellow
23rd District rival Southern. The early
district rematch was brought about
because the district has five schools
while some others in the Sixth Region
have just three.

With the win, North Bullitt advanced
to the regional quarterfinals where
they were set to play at Mercy against
the Jaguars on Wednesday of this
week. Mercy advanced with a 15-0
win over Valley.

The news was not as good at Holy
Cross on Monday as Bullitt Central’s
season ended with a 7-6 loss to
Whitefield Academy in eight innings.
It was the second time in three weeks
that the Lady Cougars had lost to
the Lady Wildcats by a single run.

Bullitt East did not have a first-round
game as the red and gold got an
opening round bye. The Lady Chargers
will play on Wednesday at home
against Pleasure Ridge Park, a 15-
0 winner over Jeffersontown on
Monday at Bullitt East in five innings.

The winners of the Wednesday
night quarterfinals will advance to
play on Monday, Memorial Day,
in the regional semifinals. North Bullitt
would play in the 5 p.m. semifinal
at Ulmer Stadium on the University
of Louisville campus while Bullitt East
is in the lower part of the bracket
and would play in the 7 p.m. semifinal.

 

For the second time in a month,
the Lady Eagles had no problem
turning back Southern on Monday
as the green and gold rolled to the
15-0 victory. The game was played
at Mercy High School.

North Bullitt bolted to an early lead,
scoring 11 times in the bottom of the
first inning and then rolled to the victory
that was stopped when the Lady Eagles
scored twice in the bottom of the third
inning.

Kylie McRoberts was the starting
pitcher for the green and gold in this
game and she allowed just a single

base runner. The single by
Aubrey Shelton second pitch of the
game. McRoberts needed just 35
pitches to get the win as she did not
walk a batter while striking out four.

McRoberts also had a big day at
the plate as the senior had a pair
of doubles as well as while driving
in three runs. The Lady Eagles also
had doubles by Paige Brooks, Ava
Kenney and Annabelle Price.

Because Southern pitching walked
six batters and the defense had seven
errors, North Bullitt only had eight
hits despite all of the runs.

In the final two games of the regular
season at the end of last week, the
Lady Eagles made a pair of trips to
Dixie Highway and split a pair of
games. On Thursday, the green and
gold fell to Pleasure Ridge Park 10-
5 before ending the season with a
12-7 win over Butler.

The game against PRP was tied
at 4-4 when North Bullitt scored a
run in the top of the fifth inning but
the Lady Panthers broke the
game open with five runs in the bottom
of the frame.

North Bullitt actually had more hits
in the game, 14 to 10, and fewer errors,
one to two, but could not get the win.
Looking ahead to next season after
the team’s top two pitchers graduate,
Lady Eagle head coach Terrence
Bruner inserted Price, a freshman,
as the starting pitcher in this game.
She worked the first five innings before
giving way to McRoberts.

Price allowed eight hits and nine
of the runs with six of those being
earned.

At the plate, North Bullitt had the
14 hits with each of those hits being
singles. Kenney had three of the hits
while two hits were registered by
Amree Hammons, Price and Kylie
Graham.

Against Butler on Friday, the Lady
Eagles scored four times in the top
of the first and after Butler tied the
game, the Lady Eagles scored
four times in the top of the fourth
to take the lead for good.

The offense was in high gear for
North Bullitt in this game as the team
collected 19 hits. It was a big game
for Price as she had five hits while
driving in five of the runs. Hammons
finished with four hits while both

Brooks and McRoberts had three
hits. McRoberts and Kenney each
had two hits. Price had three doubles
in this game while Brooks, Kenney
and Hammons each had one.

Hammons was the winning pitcher
as she worked a complete game. The
senior allowed eight hits and seven
runs with just three of the runs being
earned. Hammond did not walk a
batter while striking out 11.

North Bullitt will move into game
against Mercy on Wednesday with
a 10-12 mark this season.

 

A run in the top of the eighth inning
gave Bullitt Central a 6-5 lead, but
Whitefield Academy answered with
a pair of runs in the bottom of the
inning to end the game and advance
to the quarterfinals of the Sixth Region
Tournament to face Holy Cross on
Wednesday.

Back on April 30, the two teams
had collided at Whitefield with the
Lady Wildcats winning 6-5.

In the top of the eighth inning, Bullitt
Central started the frame with Baily
Chappell getting a ground ball past
the shortstop. Chappell then moved
to second when Alyvia Spears hit the
ball hard to right field. The run then
scored when Maddy Rock singled
back up the middle.

However, the inning turned on the
Lady Cougars when pitcher Scarlett
Marcum lined the ball back to the
pitcher who turned the double play
at second base. Bullitt Central did
get another single and had runners
at second and third when the inning
ended on a ground ball.

Whitefield opened the eighth with
a single and then the runner stole
second and then came around to score
on a wild throw on the steal. Marcum,
who had pitched the entire game,
did get a strikeout, but then an error
on a fly ball advanced a runner to
second base. The winning run then
scored on a single to center field.

Bullitt Central had more hits in
this game, 11-8, as well as one less
error, but could not get the win.
Whitefield led 5-2 before Bullitt Central
scored twice in the sixth before tying
the score in the top of the seventh.

That tying run in the top of the
seventh came with two outs when
Jaylee Duvall singled to score fellow

8th-grader Lily Smith who was pinch-
running for Ava Geary who had singled
to open the inning. A strikeout, a walk
and a strikeout led to Duvall’s game-
tying hit.

Bullitt Central had 11 hits, but each
of those hits was a single. Geary had
three of the hits while both Rock and
Chappell had two hits. Lady Cougars
batters walked seven times, but also
had seven strikeouts.

The final week of the regular season
was not a positive for the Lady Cougars.
There was an 11-10 win over Bard-
stown on Monday, but that was the
last win for the team. On Tuesday
there was a 14-3 loss to Thomas Nelson
that just five days earlier the Lady
Cougars had beaten 11-1 at home.
The regular season then ended with
a 12-4 setback to Martha Layne Collins
before a 20-2 setback to Breckinridge
County on Saturday.

Bullitt Central played the final week
of the season without senior LaDonna
Whitaker who was the team’s top
pitcher and one of the team’s top hitters
before some late injury issues.

In the first season under head coach
Andy Swanson the Lady Cougars
posted a 12-20 record. That is the
most wins in a season in over a decade
for the program.

 

Finishing the regular season on
an 12-1 run, the Lady Chargers were
perfect in the final week as they cruised
past Pleasure Ridge Park 12-0 before
heading to Indiana for the second
time this season and beat North
Harrison 15-0. The red and gold then
ended the regular season with a 10-
0 win over Atherton.

It will be six days between the final
regular season against North Harrison
and Wednesday’s rematch with
Pleasure Ridge Park in the Sixth
Region Tournament.

The regular season meeting with
PRP was a little closer than the final
score might indicate. Bullitt East scored
twice in the top of the first and that
score stood until the Lady Chargers
scored ten times from the fourth
through the sixth inning when the
game was stopped.

Bullitt East had 14 hits, including
two from Mollie Johnston as the senior
drove in four runs. Allie Carter finished
with three hits as the team also got

two hits each from Alivia Cooper, Kylee
Willis and Payton Holt. Kinnley
Murphy, Holt, Johnston and Carter
each had a double.

In the circle, Rylee Watrous was
the starter and got the win as she
worked four innings, allowing three
hits. Mackenzie Mingus worked the
last two innings and allowed one hit.

Against Harrison County the game
actually went the distance as the Lady
Chargers scored six times in the top
of the seventh for the 15-0 victory.

Mingus got the call to start in this
game and the senior went the distance,
allowing just two hits while striking
out 12 and walking two.

Mingus also provided enough
offense to get the win as she had three
hits including a home run as she drove
in five runners. Carter also had three
hits while Cooper, Murphy, Katlyn
McDonald, Willis and Holt each had
two hits.

The game on Thursday against
Atherton was a late addition to the
schedule and Bullitt East head coach
Bruce Pierce was not worried about
going on the road as the Lady Chargers
beat the fourth-ranked team in the
Seventh Region 10-0.

This game was scores through four
innings but then the Lady Chargers
scored ten times in the top of the
fifth inning to end the game after
Atherton batted in the bottom of the
inning.

Mingus got another complete game
victory as she allowed just two hits.
The senior walked just one while
striking out nine.

Mingus had another home run,
driving in two runs. Lyla Johnson had
a triple in the win while doubles were
hit by McDonald, Johnston and Carter.
Cooper, Johnston and Carter each
had two hits in this game.

Bullitt East will carry a 27-4 record
into the Sixth Region Tournament
and the game on Wednesday against
PRP. The tournament semifinals will
be played on Monday, Memorial Day,
at Ulmer Stadium on the University
of Louisville campus. Bullitt East would
play in the final game at 7 p.m. The
championship game, and almost
certainly a rematch with Mercy, is
scheduled to be played on Wednesday
at 7:30 p.m.
