	 In the first of their 
two district match ups 
with Henderson Coun-
ty, and Braves strug-
gled to score and lost to 
the Colonels, 11-1.
	 Henderson County 
plated a run in the bot-
tom of the first inning 
to take an early 1-0 
lead. After a scoreless 
second frame, the Col-
onels opened a 5-0 lead 
when four runs in the 
bottom of the third in-
ning. Henderson Coun-
ty scored another run 
in the bottom of the 
fourth, and as the game 
entered the final three 
innings, the Colonels 
had pushed their lead 
to 6-0.
	 Union County’s only 
run came in the top of 
the sixth inning when 
Damon Utley led off 
with a single. He moved 
to second base on a sac-
rifice bunt by Wil Bold-
en.

CITY OF MORGANFIELD, KENTUCKY ORDINANCE NO. 574

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF MORGANFIELD, KENTUCKY, DISSOLVING THE TOURISM COM-
MITEE; REPEALING THE LOCAL RESTAURANT TAX; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND 
REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH.

WHEREAS, the City of Morganfield previously established a Tourism Committee and a local restaurant tax 
(pursuant to KRS 91A.400) to support local tourism, recreation, and economic development; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of Morganfield has determined that it is in the best interest of the citizens and 
the local business community to alleviate the financial burden on residents and visitors; and

WHEREAS, the City Council seeks to promote a more competitive economic environment for local dining 
establishments;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF MORGANFIELD, KENTUCKY:

SECTION I: REPEAL OF RESTAURANT TAX
The local restaurant tax, previously levied at a rate of 1% on the retail sales of all restaurants and food ser-
vice establishments within the city limits of Morganfield, is hereby repealed.

SECTION II: AMENDMENT TO CITY CODE
Any and all sections of the Morganfield City Code of Ordinances specifically relating to the imposition, col-
lection, and administration of the restaurant tax are hereby repealed in their entirety.

SECTION Ill: FINAL COLLECTION AND REPORTING
All restaurants and food service establishments subject to the tax prior to the effective date of this Ordinance 
shall:
 1. Collect the tax on all eligible sales made up to and including the day prior to the effective date.
 2. Remit all collected funds to the City (or designated agency) by the final filing deadline as estab
    lished by previous regulations.
 
SECTION IV: EFFECTIVE DATE
This ordinance shall take effect and be in full force on July 1, 2026, following its passage, approval, and 
publication as required by law.
