They Are Watching!

U.S. Men’s National Soccer
Team star Folarin Balogun was
issued a controversial “red card”
in the U.S. match against Bosnia
and Herzegovina last week. The
penalty was issued shortly af-
ter Balogun had scored the first
goal for the U.S. A video review
showed that Balogun had acciden-
tally stepped on the ankle of the
opposing defender, Tarik Muha-
removi¢. The majority of analysts
believe it was unintentional and
that his leg got tied up. Many be-
lieve the foul did not deserve a red
card, meaning a suspension from
the team’s next match against
Belgium (Round of 32, Monday,
July 6th).

It’s important to note Folar-
in’s reaction and response to the
penalty. The star U.S. striker
did not argue the call or try to
defend himself. After his team
won the match, he returned to the
field (The Pitch) and shook hands
with each official, including the
one who issued the penalty card.
This took an incredible level of
restraint and maturity, as many
players would have returned to
argue the call. In a follow-up arti-
cle for The Athletic, Henry Bush-
nell reported why the American
star player chose respect instead
of righteous indignation:

“There’s still lots of people
we’re inspiring, little kids, boys
and girls who are watching, and
we have to show them the correct
way to handle things, even when
you think it’s unjust,” Balogun
said two days later. He explained
that he always shakes the hands
of officials after matches. “And
this game,” he said, “was no dif-
ferent.”

No one would have argued if
Balogun had defended himself
to the official. Let’s be honest,
we see great athletes argue calls
in their respective sports all the
time. There have been some epic
battles between umps, players,
and MLB managers in the World
Series over the years. Balogun
was thinking beyond the penal-
ty and his own right to be heard.
He knew millions were watching.
And among them, children aspir-
ing to play at his level one day. He
wanted to show them how to re-
spond with dignity, maturity, and
respect. He modeled something
that sports need to recover: char-
acter.

In Matthew 18, the disciples
ask Jesus, “Who is the greatest
in the kingdom of heaven?” Be-
fore answering, he puts a child on
his lap and tells them that unless

they become like children, they
will never inherit the kingdom.
And he adds that anyone who
humbles themselves like a child is
the greatest in heaven. But then
he warns: “Whoever receives one
such child in my name receives
me, but whoever causes one of
these little ones who believe in me
to sin, it would be better for him
to have a great millstone fastened
around his neck and to be drowned
in the depth of the sea.”

This passage came to mind af-
ter I read the post-penalty quote
from Folarin Balogun. It made
me think about how children
learn bad thoughts and behavior
from adults. Kids witness a lot
of interesting things in cars with
their parents. Let’s use the car
ride after church, for example: a
parent complains about the pas-
tor’s message being boring or too
long, the music being too loud;
the length of a teen’s skirt or
shorts is analyzed; gossip about
a troubled couple’s marriage; an
epithet or curse word toward a
driver cutting them off in traffic;
grumblings about someone’s new
Tesla and how they could afford
it; politicizing the focal scripture
for worship; pointing out a wom-
an’s tattoo with less than compli-
mentary words. You get the idea.
Children pick up on a critical spir-
it faster than most. They see and
hear everything. They are like
sponges. We’ve all been guilty of
saying/doing something in front
of our children we regret. This is
human. However, when there is
an ongoing pattern, it speaks to
character. I can’t think of being
entrusted by God with anything
more fragile and impressionable
than a child. Parenting is really
hard. It is also one of the most re-
warding responsibilities we will
ever embrace. And yes, there are
no perfect parents or children,
which is why it’s so important to
model and teach grace.

Folarin Balogun reminds us that
we have a responsibility to prepare
the next generation. In essence, he
said to us, “They are watching!” And
even a little thing like how we re-
spond to a penalty in a game (where
no one would have blamed us for pro-
testing) is just as important as any
classroom experience. It’s not just
the kids, either. Our peers, co-work-
ers, neighbors, boss, and many oth-
ers are watching.

Who knew that a penalty card at
the FIFA World Cup would be a global
lesson on character? It appears that
one American player did, and I’'m
glad. His response has challenged the
areas in character I need to improve.
How about you?
