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a chance to be a fighter
and advocate for busi-
ness,” he said.

Cameron said he would
have an office in Paducah
“without question.” Cam-
eron said the very first
public remarks he gave as
attorney general after he
was elected were in the
same room at the conven-

tion center.

“I care deeply about this
community, and I know
there’s a lot of friends in
this room,” he said. “I'm
grateful to every single
one of you and know that
my commitment to you
runs strong.”

And so it’s really important

that Kentucky continues to
do as Sen. McConnell said,
to punch above its weight,”
Barr said.

Barr said he was his
“own man,” and empha-
sized his identity as a dad,
husband, and lover of Ken-
tucky.

“The reason why I love
serving on the Financial
Services Committee is that
I do believe in the Amer-
ican dream, the idea that
the condition of your birth
should not determine the

outcome of your life. I
want the American dream
for every Kentuckian. I
want it for every Kentuck-
ian — rural, suburban and
urban. Regardless of race
or gender, I want it for
everybody,” he said.

He also reiterated the
country’s “race” with
China, saying it was
“ahead of schedule on
their strategic objective to
replace the United States
as the world’s global
superpower.”

Cameron said it would
be a “great honor” to serve
as the next U.S. senator for
the commonwealth.

“You know, in Washing-
ton right now, there are a
lot of people in big busi-
ness — in big pharma,
big lobbyists. They've got
their representation in
Washington, but I want to
be your representative. I
want to be someone that
you know, when you call,
I'm going to pick up the
phone, and I'm going to

stand firm for your val-
ues,” he said.

Cameron said he was
committed to being an
advocate.

“That is what this race
is about: who is going to
do the best job of repre-
senting your interests.
Who has shown up time
and time again and under-
stands your issues, under-
stands and knows what it
means to fight tooth and
nail, to do what’s right by
this commonwealth.”
