Carroll County baseball com-
pleted a regular season sweep
over border rival Trimble
County last week, winning 15-6
last Thursday in Bedford after
rolling 11-1 on a one-hitter
Tuesday in Carrollton.

Carroll scored eight runs in
the top of the seventh inning to
turn Thursday’s otherwise close
game into a 15-6 rout. The Pan-
thers had 13 hits with Bryce Fur-
nish delivering two hits and an
RBI while Trey Miller and Dalton
Wilson each had two hits and
scored twice, Brayden Mcintyre
had a double and three RBIs
and Luke Taylor had a double
and scored twice.

Nate Hance was 2-for-4 with
a double and an RBI for Trim-
ble, Nolan Hunt and Kevin Kid-
well each had two hits and
Noah Chilton drove in two
runs.

ORDINANCE 2026-03
AN ORDINANCE UPDATING

COMPENSATION FOR

ELECTED OFFICIALS
WHEREAS, the City Council off
the City of Carrollton recog-
nizes that KRS 83A.070 re-
quires the compensation for
elected officials to be enacted
by ordinance not later than the
first Monday in May in the year
the officer is elected; and
WHEREAS, the Office of the
Attorney General has determ-
ined that the City Council may
establish procedures for the
compensation of elected offi-
cials to be changed annually in
accordance with changes in
the Consumer Price Index as
determined by the Kentucky
Department of Local Govern-
ment; and,
WHEREAS, the City of Coun-
cil of the City of Carrollton
\wishes clarify that due to
growth of the City, and the en-
tities associated with the City,
the position of Mayor of the
City of Carrollton is equivalent
to a full-time position, and fur-
ther wishes to clarify that the
position is not entitled to any
benefits, and further wishes to
set out the rate of pay for the
position of Mayor effective
lJanuary 1, 2027, and annually
thereafter; and,
WHEREAS, the City Council off
the City of Carrollton has found
and determined that it is in the
best interest of the citizens and
residents of the City to update
the compensation ordinance
for the Mayor of the City of
Carrollton as set out herein:
NOW THEREFORE BE IT OR
DAINED by the City Council,
City of Carrollton, Common-
wealth of Kentucky:
(1) That Ordinance § 31.21 (E)
be amended as follows:
§ 31.21 (E) Compensation.
(1) The position of the
Mayor of the City of
Carrollton is an elected
position which does not
have set hours, however,
due to the demands of man-
aging all of the City’s
departments, including calls
and meetings after hours,
the position of Mayor is
lequivalent to a full-time
position, requiring substan-
tial time and work. However,
the Mayor shall not be eli-
gible for any benefits in ad-
dition to the salary set forth
below, and shall specifically
not be eligible for any bene-
fit provided by the Kentucky
Public Pensions Authority.
f+]2) The salary of the Mayor
shall be increased to
[$40;666-66] $55,000.00 per
year (or {$3;333-33] $4,583.33
per month) effective January 1,
26231 2027.
(f213) The salary of the Mayor
shall be revised July 1 annu-
ally in accordance with the
changes in the Consumer
Price Index as determined by
the Kentucky Department for
Local Government provided,
however, that the percent of in-
crease in the Mayor’s salary
pursuant to this section shall
not exceed the percent of in-
crease given to City of Carroll-
ton employees in any single
year as a cost of living in-
crease, and further provided
that if the City of Carrollton em-|
ployees are
not given a cost of living in-
crease in any single year, than
the Mayor shall likewise re-
ceive no increase in salary pur-
suant to this section. Further.

Lincoln Miller picked up the
win for Carroll after allowing
three unearned runs in three
innings.

Landon Miller tossed five inn-
ings of one hit, one run
(unearned) baseball with three
walks and seven strikeouts for
the win. Chilton gave up eight
earned runs in three and a third
innings and took the loss.

On Wednesday, Carroll
crossed the Ohio River and
came away with a 3-2 win at
Austin. Trey Miller had two hits
and an RBI for the Panthers, Wil-
son and Lincoln Miller each had
a hitand an RBI and Noffsinger
had a hit.

Mason Odgen went the dis-
tance for the win, striking out

five and allowing seven hits.

On Friday, Carroll suffered a
12-6 loss at Oldham County.
Trey Miller had three hits and
scored twice, Furnish was 2-for-
3 with a double and an RBI, Lin-
coln Miller had a double and
Wilson, Taylor and Dustin
Battaglia each had a hit and
droveinarun.

Furnish allowed one earned
run in five innings but was
tagged with the loss.

The Panthers then lost their
first district game of the season
4-3 on Tuesday at Owen County
when the Rebels scored a run
in the bottom of the ninth inn-

ing on a walk-off single by
Michael Smith following a one
out walk, a hit batter and an
intentional walk to load the
bases.

Carroll had led 3-0 after three
innings but Owen scored a run
each in the fourth, fifth and
sixth to tie the game.

Carroll was limited to three
runs on five hits including two
hits each by McIntyre and Wil-
son. Ogden got the start and
pitched the first 6 2/3 innings
giving up three runs on seven
hits and two walks while strik-

ing out six with Furnish working
thefinal 1 2/3 to allow one run
on two hits and a pair of walks.

Brody Hearn went the dis-
tance for Owen to strike out
seven and walk one on 109
pitches while also getting three
hits at the plate.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE TRIMBLE COUNTY

ZONING ORDINANCE TO ESTABLISH A DEFINITION FOR
"DIRECT-TO- CONSUMER SALES"; REVISE THE
DEFINITION OF "RETAIL": AMEND THE DEFINITION OF
"HOME OCCUPATION"; AND EXTEND THE
ADMINISTRATIVE REVIEW PERIOD FOR ZONING AND
BUILDING PERMITS.

WHEREAS, the Trimble County Fiscal Court ("the Fiscal Court")

has the authority to amend ordinances by the exercise of its
powers; and

WHEREAS, the Trimble County Planning Commission has iden-
tified a need to modernize definitions regarding commerce and
home-based businesses to reflect current economic practices;
and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission held a public hearing on
March 10, 2026, in accordance with KRS 100.211 and KRS
Chapter 424, and subsequently issued a formal Recommenda-
tion and Findings of Fact supported by the Planning Administrat-
or's report; and

WHEREAS, the Trimble County Fiscal Court concurs with the re-
commendation that these amendments are necessary to relieve
administrative burden and ensure sound interpretation of land
use provisions;

WHEREAS, the Fiscal Court deems it to be in the best interest of
the citizens of Trimble County to amend the prior authorized
Trimble County Zoning Ordinance ("the Zoning Ordinance”) to re-
flect a current version of the Zoning Ordinance in accordance
with law.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE FISCAL
COURT OF TRIMBLE

COUNTY, KENTUCKY, PURSUANT TO KENTUCKY LAW
AND THE POWERS VESTED IN THE FISCAL COURT, THAT
THE TRIMBLE COUNTY ZONING

ORDINANCE, IS HEREBY AMENDED AS FOLLOWS:

1. AMENDMENT TO APPENDIX A — DEFINITIONS- INTER-
PRETATION OF TERMS AND WORDS. The following defini-
tions within the Trimble County Zoning Ordinance are hereby
created or amended as follows:

A. Adding the definition of Direct to Consumer Sales: Direct-
to-Consumer Sales: in the trade or business of selling (or soli-
citing) consumer products to any buyer on a buy- sell or deposit-
commission basis for resale in the home or accessory structure
and/or through social media, appointment only, or online plat-
forms including representative- based models such as Avon,
Scentsy, or Mary Kay and not to include a permanent retail es-
tablishment or storefront including those retail establishments or
storefronts maintaining normal operating hours. This use is per-
mitted by right provided such activities comply with all other ap-
plicable state and local regulations.

C. Amending the definition of 21(h) under #21. Home Occu-
pation: 22( h). On the premises, retail sales shall be prohibited;
however, Direct to Consumer Sales, as defined in this Section
under the Ordinance, shall be considered a permitted Home Oc-
cupation by right.

2. AMENDMENT TO SECTION 250 — ZONING PERMIT PRO-
CEDURE.

A. Amending the final paragraph in Section 250. Applications
for such permits made to the Enforcement Officer/Administrator
shall be approved or disapproved within a reasonable time. Un-
der normal circumstances, ten (10) [three (3)] business days
shall be considered a reasonable time, provided that the Applic-
ant has submitted an application that is deemed administratively
complete by the Enforcement Officer/Administrator.

3. SEVERABILITY AND CONFLICT

A. If any portion of this Ordinance is held invalid, such shall not
affect the remaining portions.

B. All ordinances or parts thereof in conflict herewith are, to the
extent of such conflict, hereby repealed.

The Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after
its adoption and approval as provided by law.

The first reading of this Ordinance was made and approved by
vote at a meeting of the Trimble County Fiscal Court on April 6,
2026. The second reading of this Ordinance was made at a
meeting of the Trimble County Fiscal Court on April 20, 2026 and
upon motion by Magistrate Chris Lively and second by Magis-
trate Crystal White, the same was called for a vote and ap-
proved by a majority vote of the Trimble County Fiscal Court.
After second reading on April 20, 2026 the foregoing Ordinance
was approved to be published and on the same occasion was
signed in open court by the County Judge Executive, Honorable
John D. Ogburn, as evidence of his approval attested under the
seal of the Trimble County Fiscal Court Clerk.
