need for housing in those 

areas. After that we became 
Cave Run Area Habitat for 
Humanity.”

(The organization erected 
several homes in Morgan 
County after the tornado, as 
reported at that time.)

“Our main focus is low-in-
come families,” Gilliam said. 
“We do build new homes, and 
we are also able to do owner-
occupied home rehab and re-
pairs. New houses are usually 
done at a low- to no-interest 
rate, depending on applica-
tions. Rehab and repairs are 
done through grant funds and 
donations. We are thankful for 
contributions from the public 
and supporters.”

According to the interna-
tional Habitat For Human-
ity organization’s website, 
each local Habitat’s family 
selection committee selects 
homeowners based on three 
criteria:

• The applicant’s level of 
need.

• Their willingness to part-
ner with Habitat.

• Their ability to repay a 
mortgage through an afford-
able payment plan.

Gilliam said that the grow-
ing need for affordable hous-
ing has created challenges for 
Cave Run Habitat, however.

“People need more help 
with housing the last few 
years,” Gilliam said. “Unfor-
tunately the demand is greater 
than the funding. But we are 
doing what we can and taking 
it one day at a time.”

Additionally, Gilliam indi-
cated that Cave Run Habitat 
officials hope to expand vet-
erans’ services in the future.

“We have built a house for 
veterans in Morgan County,” 
Gilliam said. “Habitat owns 
the house and selects a vet-
eran to live there. When the 
veteran no longer needs the 
house – if they move or pass 
away – we select another 
veteran to occupy the home. 
So the house will always be 
occupied by veterans.”

Nicky Stacy, who serves 
as vice chair of the Cave Run 
Habitat board and as Hazel 
Green Food Project director, 

said that the veterans’ home 
is located on Hwy. 191 ap-
proximately one mile from 
the pantry.

“We now have our third 
veteran living in the house,” 
Stacy said. “Our first veteran 
was Darrell Adams. He lived 
there a little over a year before 
he passed away.”

Stacy lauded Gilliam – 
former director of the Rowan 
County Arts Center and an 
ovarian cancer survivor – as 
an asset to all communities 
served by Cave Run Habitat.

“Ashley hasn’t just led 
from a desk,” Stacy said. 
“She’s been on job sites, 
working hands-on, helping 
rebuild and serve families 
across every county she rep-
resents. Her dedication, lead-
ership and willingness to 
roll up her sleeves have not 
disappointed the Cave Run 
Habitat board. She is setting 
a powerful example of what 
servant leadership looks like.”
