RECIPE

SALISBURY 
STEAK

1 pound lean ground beef
1/4 cup panko bread crumbs
1 large egg beaten
2 tsp ketchup
1 tsp Dijon mustard
1/2 tsp dried oregano
1 tsp salt
1 tbsp olive oil (for skillet)
Gravy
2 tbsp butter
1 & 1/2 cups beef stock
2 tbsp flour 
1 tbsp ketchup
1 tsp worcestershire sauce
1/2 tsp onion powder
6 oz sliced mushrooms
salt & pepper
In large bowl mix together 

all the ingredients for the steaks 
(except oil). Shape into oval  
patties about 3/4 inch thick. 
In  large skillet, warm olive oil 
over medium heat. Add steaks 
and  cook about 3 minutes per 
side until nice golden crust. 
Transfer to plate. With skillet 
drippings, add butter, melt, add 
flour and  whisk until no lumps. 
Reduce heat to med-low, pour 
in beef stock, whisking well. 
Add ketchup worcestershire 
sauce, onion powder, combine 
mushrooms, simmer 5 minutes 
until thickens, season with salt 
& pepper. Add  steaks back in 
skillet in gravy, cover, cook 10 
minutes until cooked through. 
Serve over mashed potatoes.
