Carlisle man arrested on strangulation 

and assault charges

Ethan Farrow, 36, of 
Tureman Avenue, Carl-
isle, Ky., was arrested on 
Sunday, June 28, 2026, 
by Carlisle Police Officer 
Josh Mynear, through the 
execution of a complaint 
warrant issued through 
the Fleming County Dis-
trict Court.

Mr. Farrow has been 
charged with one count 
of Strangulation, 1st De-
gree (Domestic Violence 
Related); and one count of 
Assault, 4th Degree (Do-
mestic Violence Related).

Ethan Farrow
plaint warrant, Fleming 
County Deputy Sheriff 
Logan Mullins states 
that on Thursday, June 
25, 2026, at 10:30pm, in 
Fleming County, Ken-
tucky, Mr. Farrow unlaw-
fully and intentionally 
placed both hand around 
a female victims’ neck, 
applying enough pres-

sure to affect her breath-
ing and threw her to the 
ground by her hair, caus-
ing minor visible injuries 
to her face and neck.

Mr. Farrow was sub-
sequently arrested and 
lodged in the Bourbon 
County Detention Center 
on a $25,000.00 cash bond 
and later transferred to 
the Mason County De-
tention Center.  He is 
scheduled to appear in 
Fleming County District 
Court for arraignment on 
Thursday, July 2, 2026, at 
9:00am.

All persons are to be 
presumed innocent until 
proven guilty or pleading 
guilty in a court of law.

 From Independence to Commonwealth: 
Kentucky’s Revolutionary Heritage

Two hundred and fifty 
years ago, representatives 
from thirteen British colo-
nies gathered in Philadel-
phia to declare a bold and 
enduring vision of freedom 
and self-government. The 
principles they set forth 
shaped the course of history 
and continue to guide our 
nation and its people today. 
On July 4, Americans com-
memorate this momentous 
occasion through commu-
nity celebrations and fam-
ily gatherings, where the 
American flag serves as a 
reminder of the sacrifices 
made by our founders and 
the generations of men and 
women who worked to pre-
serve American freedom.   

 Throughout the Ameri-
can Revolution, future Ken-
tuckians played exceptional 
roles in the fight for Ameri-
can independence. Among 
them were future governors 
Isaac Shelby, Charles Scott, 
and Christopher Greenup. 
For their service to the na-
tion, these men were among 
many who received land 
grants or opportunities to 
acquire land in Kentucky 
County, which would in 
1792 become our great Com-
monwealth.

 Our first governor, Isaac 
Shelby, boasts one of the 
most heroic stories of Ken-
tucky’s service to the Amer-
ican Revolution. He most 
notably led troops at the 
Battle of Kings Mountain 
in South Carolina, earn-
ing the name “Old King’s 
Mountain” for his role in de-
feating the Loyalist army. 
His success throughout the 
Revolution led to a close re-
lationship with future presi-
dents George Washington, 

James Monroe, and William 
Henry Harrison, who later 
recruited him for the pivotal 
Battle of the Thames during 
the War of 1812. As gover-
nor, he helped establish 
Kentucky’s state govern-
ment on the principles that 
guided our nation’s found-
ing. Shelbyville and Shelby 
County were named in his 
honor.

 During the Revolution-
ary War, Christopher Gree-
nup served under Colonel 
William Grayson, for whom 
the city of Grayson and 
Grayson County are named, 
in Grayson’s Additional 
Continental Regiment as a 
lieutenant. He saw action 
during the Philadelphia 
Campaign at the battles of 
Brandywine and German-
town, ultimately resigning 
his post during the Conti-
nental Army’s encampment 
at Valley Forge in 1778. 

 After the war, he worked 
tirelessly to make Kentucky 
an independent state. He 
served in both chambers of 
both the state legislature 
and congress, and as a cir-
cuit judge, prior to running 
for governor in 1804. Gree-
nup served as Kentucky’s 
third governor between 
1804 and 1808. He was so 
popular throughout the 
Commonwealth that he ran 
unopposed. As governor, he 
formed the Bank of Ken-
tucky and the Ohio Canal 
Company to support Ken-
tucky economically. Gree-
nup County and its county 
seat, Greenup, are named 
for him.

 Governor Charles Scott 
was the most senior Revolu-
tionary War officer in Ken-
tucky and he formed the first 
company south of Virginia’s 
James River. Throughout 
the war, he participated in 

several actions under the 
command of General George 
Washington, including serv-
ing during the Philadelphia 
Campaign. As a prisoner of 
war after General Benja-
min Lincoln’s surrender of 
Charleston in 1780, he took 
responsibility for the care of 
imprisoned Virginian troops 
at Haddrell’s Point in South 
Carolina. Just prior to his 
discharge from the Conti-
nental Army, he was bre-
vetted to the rank of major 
general.

 After the war, Scott con-
tinued to serve his nation 
during several conflicts 
in the Northwest Territo-
ries including the North-
west Indian War and the 
subsequent Blackberry 
Campaigns. He served in 
the Legion of the United 
States under General An-
thony Wayne and fought 
bravely at the Battle of 
Fallen Timbers. He served 
as Kentucky’s fourth gover-
nor between 1808 and 1812. 
He was a strong advocate 
for economic development, 
low taxes, and responsible 
spending. Scottsville and 
Scott County were named 
for him.

 These men are just a few 
examples of Kentuckians 
who fought for this nation’s 
freedom. As we celebrate 
Independence Day, we 
should remember not only 
the courage of the Found-
ing Fathers, but also those 
countless Kentuckians who 
helped secure and preserve 
the liberties we cherish to-
day. Their examples remind 
us that freedom requires 
service, sacrifice, and a 
steadfast commitment to 
the principles that have 
guided our nation since July 
4, 1776.
