A judge on Tuesday de-
layed the criminal sentenc-
ing of OxyContin maker 
Purdue Pharma in order to 
allow victims to attend the 
court proceeding in person.

U.S. District Judge 
Madeline Cox Arleo 
originally planned to hand 
down the sentence Tues-
day during a court hearing 

conducted only by video-
conferencing. But she said 
she changed her mind after 
seeing some victims of 
the opioid crisis protesting 
outside her courthouse in 
Newark, New Jersey. She 
said they should be al-
lowed to attend in person, 
too, and moved the hearing 
to next Tuesday.

When it happens, Arleo 
is expected to order the 
company to forfeit $225 

million to the Justice De-
partment, clearing the way 
for the company to finalize 
a settlement of nearly all of 
the thousands of lawsuits 
it faces over its role in the 
opioid crisis.

The penalty was agreed 
to in a 2020 pact to resolve 
federal civil and criminal 
probes it was facing. If 
the judge signs off, other 
penalties will not be col-
lected in return for Purdue 

settling the other lawsuits.
After years of legal 

twists and turns, the set-
tlement was approved by 
another judge last year and 
Purdue said it could still 
be effective May 1 if the 
sentence is given on the 
scheduled date. The set-

INSPECTION PERIOD  
FOR THE PROPERTY TAX ASSESSMENT ROLL 

The Carter County real property tax roll will be opened for inspection from May 
4 through May 18, 2026. Under the supervision of the property valuation admin-
istrator (PVA) or one of the deputies, any person may inspect the tax roll.

This is the January I, 2026, assessment on which state, county, and school taxes 
for 2026 will be due about September 15, 2026.

The tax roll is in the office of the property valuation administrator in the county 
courthouse and may be inspected between the hours 8 a.m. and 4 p.m.

Any taxpayer desiring to appeal an assessment on real property made by the 
PVA must first request a conference with the PVA or a designated deputy. The 
conference may be held prior to or during the inspection period. Written docu-
mentation supporting your opinion of value will continue to be required. Howev-
er, you will be instructed on the best method to submit your documentation after 
contacting our office regarding your request to have a conference. More specific 
instructions regarding how conferences will be held this year are available online 
at www.carterpva.com and will be posted at the entrance to the PVA's office, 
located at: 300 W Main St. Suite 214. Grayson Kentucky (old courthouse).

Any taxpayer still aggrieved by an assessment on real property, after the con-
ference with the PVA or designated deputy, may appeal to the county board of 
assessment appeals.

The appeal must be filed with the county clerk's office no later than one work 
day following the conclusion of the inspection period. Please contact the county 
clerk's office to receive instructions on the method the office is using to accept 
appeals this year and to obtain a form that can be used to file your appeal. 

Any taxpayer failing to appeal to the county board of assessment appeals, or fail-
ing to appear before the board, either in person or by designated representative, 
will not be eligible to appeal directly to the Kentucky Board of Tax Appeals. 

Appeals of personal property assessments shall not be made to the county board 
of assessment appeals. Personal property taxpayers shall be served notice under 
the provisions of KRS 132.450(4) and shall have the protest and appeal rights 
granted under the provisions of KRS 131.110. 

The following steps should be taken when a taxpayer does not agree with the 
assessed value of personal property as determined by the property valuation 
administrator.

1.	 Taxpayer must list under protest (for certification) what they believe to be 
the fair cash value of their property.

2.	 Taxpayer must file a written protest directly with the Department of 
Revenue, Office of Property Valuation within 30 days from the date of the 
notice of assessment.

3.	 This protest must be in accordance with KRS 131.110.

4.	 The final decision of the Department of Revenue may be appealed to the 
Kentucky Board of Tax Appeals.
